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· To continue to improve the learner’s mastery of speaking, listening, reading and writing of advanced-level French according to the NYS standards for Checkpoint C and in preparation for the International Baccalaureate exam or the MCC Dual Credit Exam and eventually for post-secondary studies. 

· To expand the student’s cultural understanding of France and the French-speaking world (“la Francophonie”), which includes countries/regions in Europe, North America, the Caribbean, South America, Africa, Southeast Asia and Oceania.

Thematic units - 3 core topics
· Communication & media (how people interact, transmit, and gather data for the purposes of information and entertainment)

· Global issues (current matters/future scenarios having an impact at a regional/national and/or international level – these must be addressed from the perspective of the target language’s culture(s)

· Social relationships (how people interrelate/behave as members of a community, individually or in groups)

5 optional topics

· Cultural diversity (the ethnic, gender, racial, ideological and socio-economic varieties within a community of the target language)

· Customs & traditions (current and past practices, representations, expressions & knowledge that belong to a community of the target language)

· Health (physical, mental, and social well-being and matters related to illnesses)

· Leisure (the variety of activities performed for enjoyment)

· Science & technology (the relationship between science and technology and their impact on a community of the target language)

Attendance & Absence Procedures

· Attendance is mandatory for all classes.  

· Illegal absences will be discussed with the student, communicated to the parent/guardian, and then reported to the appropriate administrator.

· Regardless of the nature of the absence, it is the responsibility of the student to obtain work done during his or her absence as well as to complete it in a timely fashion.

· All handouts for the day will be placed in the student’s mailfolder.

· It is expected that students will stay after upon their return to school one day for each day of absence to make up missed work and complete oral practice they cannot do alone.

Student’s material needed for the course

· Required supplies include:

· a 1-inch binder
· filler paper (enough for the year)
· a bound composition notebook

· Each student will need to organize and keep neatly all papers in this binder.  Students are responsible for bringing their own writing utensil (pencil or pen) along with all of their materials to class every day.  Pens/pencils can be purchased in class for $0.10 if the need arises.

· Each student must also have an email account in order to communicate with the teacher when not in class.  If the student does not have an email account at home, free access to email from school is available through a variety of service providers (such as  www
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 Extra Help & Tutoring

· Students needing extra help outside of class may make arrangements to stay after school or meet during a common free period.  

· To avoid scheduling conflicts, it is important for students to notify the teacher of the need for an after school session 24 hours in advance.   It is expected that if a student cannot make an appointment for whatever, that he/she will call or email the teacher in advance of missing the appointment.

· Every IB student is encouraged to register to become a peer tutor in French for levels 1-3.  Peer tutors meet outside of class with students in need of extra help from the lower levels study.  Participating in such a program not only develops community service but also allows the IB student to share his/her expertise in French with other Eastridge students in need of help.

Grades & Assessments

Students’ grades are determined by their performance on the following assessments:

· 25% Tests (approximately 1-2 per month)

· 25% Quizzes* (at least weekly, may be announced or unannounced)

· 25% Oral Responses* (both recorded and completed live in class)

· 25% Written Responses* (including responses to articles and films, journal entries, and emails to the teacher)

*For all of the categories marked with an asterisk, the lowest grade will be dropped from each category at the end of the marking period given a minimum of 5 completed items in each category.

Redoing an assessment

As each student learns at their own pace, students can redo any assessment above for full credit provided the original assessment was complete by the due date.  That is, if a student scores a 60% on a quiz, he/she may retake a different version of the same quiz to demonstrate their learning and will receive the higher of the two grades (no averaging).  Retakes of quizzes and tests can be done ONLY afterschool or during a common free period (not during normal class time) and the teacher may request the student provide evidence of preparation (study sheet, on-line activity, parental signature, etc...).  

Late work

While late work is accepted on oral and written work, there is a 20% grade penalty for each day the assignment is late.  No credit will be given for assignments submitted more than 4 school days past the due date.

The IB Examination (May 2012)

There are three parts to the IB exam, which is given at the end of the 2nd year of IB instruction:

· Part A – Reading comprehension - 40%

· A1:  3 reading passages with comprehension questions of different types (short answer, true/false with justification, word identification, etc…)  -  30%

· A2:  1 written response of at least 100 words to a stimulus text in which students demonstrate comprehension (not creative writing) – 10%

· Part B – Writing - 30%

· B1:  Written essay of at least 250 words on a text (of a different type than those used in part A).  Students will be able to choose from 4 separate texts.

· Part C – Speaking & Listening - 30%

· C1:  oral examination (between student and teacher) recorded on a CD, which will be forwarded for evaluation to the IBO – 15%.  This part of the exam has three sub-parts:
· Student gives a short presentation on a francophone topic of interest
· Teacher asks students questions about the topic presented and student responds accordingly.
· Student and teacher have a naturally-flowing discussion to evaluate student’s oral abilities.

· C2:  interactive activity conducted with other students during the course of the 2nd year of study.  Students will practice many of these exercises (such as debates, mock trial, performance, etc…) and will choose the best one – 15%.

MCC Dual Credit Exam

Students in IB French 12 or level 5 may register for the MCC Dual Credit Program and pending successful completion of the course and final exam can graduate with up to 3 credit hours of transferable college credit (FR103).  Enrollment forms and more information will be made available during the second week of school.
