Tossups by Chicago A (Subash Maddipoti, Seth Teitler, and Andrew Yaphe)
Tossup 1. Intersections of this man’s namesake phase surfaces allow determination of physical properties. This man's namesake phenomenon is the oscillatory overshooting of a function by partial sums of its Fourier series near jump discontinuities. He names a paradox in which a naïve treatment ignoring the indistinguishability of a collection of particles gives a non-extensive entropy. He lends his name to a formula analogous to Euler's polyhedral formula, relating the numbers of components, degrees of freedom, and phases for a system in equilibrium, which is known as his phase rule. The thermodynamic potential given by enthalpy minus temperature times entropy is known as, for ten points, what American physicist’s namesake free energy?


Answer: Josiah Willard Gibbs

Tossup 2. This artist’s most successful pupil was Henry Ossawa Tanner. The day after Walt Whitman died, this man went to Camden and made a death mask and hand cast of Whitman. He experimented with full-length portraits, as seen in The Pathetic Song and Miss Van Buren, but another subject is the focus of such works as The Biglen Brothers Racing. His depictions of boats and sailing only would climax with Max Schmitt in a Single Scull. For ten points, name this American painter, best known for a commission for Jefferson Medical College, his canvas The Gross Clinic.


Answer: Thomas Eakins
Tossup 3. This structure’s head has an ovoid depression known as the fovea capitis, which gives attachment to the ligamentum teres. Its upper extremity contains the greater and lesser trochanter. At its base lie the lateral and medial condyles, and it is at the aforementioned head that it is attached to and rotates within the acetabulum. It forms a ball-and-socket joint at it top and a hinge joint at it bottom, where it attaches to the tibia. For ten points, name this leg bone, the longest and strongest bone in the human body.


Answer: femur (or thighbone)

Tossup 4. After the death of this group’s greatest leader, the Gepids rebelled and dealt them a major defeat on the Nedao River. They settled along the Danube after overthrowing Hermanric's Ostrogoths, but came to their greatest power in the 440’s, when the sister of Valentinian III enticed their ruler to come to her aid. They set out to invade Italy, but were stopped in France by Aetius at the battle of Chalons. For ten points, name this tribe of warlike Mongols who were led by Attila.


Answer: the Huns

Tossup 5. As this work opens, one character has just returned from the Hoidal Mines but, at the end, he leaves to find his destiny of being the “thirteenth at the table.” That character's father wishes to marry Mrs. Sorby and, earlier, had an affair that forms this work's central secret. We eventually learn that Gina was old Haakon Werle's concubine and that Hjalmar is not the father of her child. As a result, Hjalmar rejects his daughter, Hedvig, which leads her to commit suicide. For ten points, name this play, in which the damaged title creature symbolizes the Ekdal family; a work by Henrik Ibsen. 


Answer: The Wild Duck (or Vildanden)
Tossup 6. Five years after this appeared, a Compromise Act was passed that provided for all rates to be eventually lowered to 20% at most. A year before it appeared, a convention met at Harrisburg to call for increased rates, and, when it finally appeared, the taxes on wool and molasses were calculated to annoy New England while appealing to the West. John Randolph quipped that it was concerned with nothing but the manufacture of a President, that being Andrew Jackson. For ten points, identify this Tariff Act, which ended up pleasing nearly nobody and became a touchstone for Southern nullificationists.


Answer: Tariff of 1828 (or Tariff of Abominations)

Tossup 7. John Patrick Diggins wrote a book about this “bard of savagery,” while David Riesman wrote a 1953 “critical interpretation” of his work. After his death, Leon Ardzrooni collected his shorter pieces in Essays in Our Changing Order, and his late works include The Place of Science in Modern Civilization and a work subtitled “A Memorandum on the Conduct of Universities by Business Men,” 1918's The Higher Learning in America. For ten points, name this American thinker who also wrote The Engineers and the Price System and an 1899 book that introduced the phrases “pecuniary emulation” and “conspicuous consumption,” The Theory of the Leisure Class.


Answer: Thorstein Veblen
Tossup 8. The second of these works spends a few pages discussing a method for smoking cigarettes in a bathtub, and culminates in an intra-house phone call from the second title character to the first, after she spends a long time on the couch. The first work sees two characters eating at Sickler's, where Lane discusses his recent “A” paper on Flaubert until his girlfriend reveals her newfound repulsion for the hollowness of academics and affection for the “Jesus Prayer,” after which she collapses. The second of these stories is narrated by Buddy, who is the oldest remaining child in the central family after Seymour's suicide, which is detailed in “A Perfect Day for Bananafish.” For ten points, name these two long short stories, first seen apart in The New Yorker, but now generally published together as a unified tale of the titular siblings in the Glass family, by J.D. Salinger.


Answer: Franny and Zooey
Tossup 9. This event resulted in the creation of the nymphs of the ash-tree, known as the Meliae. In a similar episode from the Hittite “Kingship in Heaven,” Anu is the victim and Kumarbi, who uses only his teeth, the aggressor. This event also resulted in the creation of Megaera, Tisiphone, and Alecto, the Furies, who were produced by the blood from the wound. One version of the story also explains the origins of Aphrodite, who arises from the sea foaming around the central chunk of mutilated flesh. For ten points, name this attack, perpetrated with a flint sickle by Cronus upon the organ the created him, which belonged to his father before it was cut-off.

Answer: the castration of Uranus (prompt on “revolt of the Titans” before “teeth;” accept close equivalents)

Tossup 10. In this work, the speaker challenges the reader to find neither heaven nor hell in “Sea of Darkness,” which appears in the final section. In that section, the poet compares the seductive power of women to the incapacitating power of opiates in such poems as “Destruction” and “Damned Women.” That portion, “Wine, Reason, and Revolt” appears after “Parisian Landscapes” and after two parts on “Spleen and Ideal.” Beginning “hypocrite reader—my likeness—my brother,” for ten points, name this 1857 collection of poems written by Charles Baudelaire.


Answer: The Flowers of Evil (or Les Fleurs du mal)

Tossup 11. The general tensor form of this theorem involves the second time derivative of the moment of inertia tensor and a potential energy tensor. With the Chandrasekhar potential tensor, it implies that a protostar collapsing under self-gravity has negative heat capacity since the temperature rises as the protostar collapses, but this theorem implies that the protostar must radiate away an amount of energy equal to the rise in the internal energy, since the total energy equals the negative of the internal energy. For ten points, name this theorem, which, in general, refers to an equation for a system parameter in as a homogenous polynomial of an adiabatic invariant, and which, for a self-gravitating system, states that, the mean potential energy plus twice the mean kinetic energy is zero.


Answer: virial theorem

Tossup 12. This ruler became sole emperor after the death of John Zimisces, who had overthrown the Patriarchate of Preslav and laid siege to Jerusalem. His rule was threatened by the revolt of Bardas Phocas and Bardas Skleros, but he is best known for his campaigns against Tsar Samuel, whose army he defeated at the Spercheios River in 996. He wiped out at Balathista in 1014, after which he blinded thousands of prisoners. For ten points, name this Byzantine Emperor who spent decades fighting an empire that comprised Sofia, and was given his byname for his prodigious killing of that empire’s people.


Answer: Basil II (or Basil the Bulgar-Slayer)

Tossup 13. Section 77 of this work connects the author's exposition of the problem of historicality with the ideas of Count Yorck and the researches of Wilhelm Dilthey [DILL-tie]. Division 2 includes sections on “conscience as the call of care,” the “possibility of experiencing the death of Others,” and the “problem of how an authentic existential possibility is attested.” The first division considers the “worldhood of the world,” compares “the they” to authentic Being-One's-Self, and asserts that care is the being of Dasein [dah-ZINE]. For ten points, name this 1927 work of philosophy by Martin Heidegger.


Answer: Being and Time (or Sein und Zeit)

Tossup 14. Among the estates in this novel are Stone Court, which one character buys from Johsua Rigg; Lowick, which is owned by a man who wants to write a Key to All Mythologies; and Tipton Grange, the property of a bumbling aristocrat. The first estate is procured by a man blackmailed by John Raffles, the hypocritical Nicholas Bulstrode. Bulstrode had withheld the inheritance of Will Ladislaw, who has happily married Dorothea by the end. For ten points, name this novel that follows members of the Vincy, Lydgate, and Brooke families; a masterpiece of George Eliot.


Answer: Middlemarch
Tossup 15. This person’s actions led to an exchange of articles by “Pacificus” and “Helvidius.” Although he was warmly received as he drove from Charleston to Philadelphia, upon arriving at the Capital, he got in trouble for commissioning privateers in America, and the Cabinet demanded his recall. When his successor, Joseph Fauchet [foh-SHAY] arrived with a warrant for his arrest, he stayed in America and married a daughter of George Clinton. For ten points, name this Girondist Ambassador to the United States who caused a flap in 1793.


Answer: Edmond-Charles “Citizen” Genêt
Tossup 16. After this writer’s death death, biographical studies of him were written by his wife Theodora and by Julian Steward. He published Style and Civilization and The Nature of Culture after retiring from Berkeley in 1946, where he had taught for the previous 45 years. He received the second Ph. D. awarded in his field in the United States with his dissertation on the decorative arts of the Arapaho, written while a student of Frans Boas. He diverged from his mentor in his 1923 textbook Anthropology, which argued that the field should be a historical search for patterns rather than a scientific uncovering of structures. For ten points, name this American anthropologist, an authority on Native Americans of the Southwest known for his emphasis on “culture groups.”


Answer: Alfred Louis Kroeber
Tossup 17. Part of this conflict ended after Leopold von Dessau's victory at Kesseldorf, which led to a treaty that recognized a member of the house of Lorraine-Tuscany as emperor. The Maréchal de Saxe, with his victories at Fontenoy and Raucoux, conquered the Netherlands for France, leading to a treaty in which the House of Hanover's rule of England was confirmed and Silesia was finally awarded to Prussia. For ten points, name this war, which began in 1740 with the death of Charles VI, and ended with the treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle.


Answer: War of the Austrian Succession
Tossup 18. One tradition claims that this figure was the son of the Sunamite woman restored to life by Eliseus, while another identifies him with the prophet who, in the Apocryphal Bel and the Dragon, carries a meal to Daniel in the lion's den. The first part of his namesake work is a typical lament over the people's iniquity, to which God responds by foretelling the doom of the Chaldeans. The second part is a prayer “to the music of Shigionot” that predicts that God will destroy all his foes. For ten points, name this work written around the end of the 7th century BCE, which follows Nahum and precedes Zephaniah as the eighth book of the minor prophets.


Answer: Habakkuk (or Habacuc)

Tossup 19. The title character is taken aback when he arrives in town by the sight of a dog carrying a human hand. Near the end of this work, the title character exclaims, “A long life eating mush is best!,” by way of sparing the life of a runaway farmer's son. The coffin-maker is happy for most of the film, unlike his neighbor Gon, the innkeeper. The title character introduces himself as “Thirty year old mulberry field” shortly before refusing to take part in the raid on Ushitora, one of the two main gamblers in town. For ten points name this Akira Kurosawa film that stars Toshiro Mifune as a ronin who cleans out two rival gangs and that was adapted into A Fistful of Dollars,


Answer: Yojimbo (or The Bodyguard)

Tossup 20. This material is the namesake of a fairly common oxidation four lattice with atomic packing factor 0.339. In 1999, it was predicted that this mineral is spontaneously produced in Neptune and Uranus from atmospheric methane, since methane compressed to several gigapascals in an anvil cell made of this material converts to it. This mineral, which is metastable under surface conditions, is sometimes found associated with peridotite in kimberlite pipes. For ten points, name this polymorph of graphite at the top of the Mohs hardness scale; a precious allotrope of carbon.


Answer: diamond

Overtime Tossup. This artist wrote only the introduction to act 1 of his opera Esmeralda, while he finished a piano version of the first act of an opera based on Maeterlinck's Monna Vanna. He did finish a rarely performed opera about Francesca di Rimini, one about a miserly knight, and one based on Pushkin's The Gypsies entitled Aleko. He wrote four piano concertos and three symphonies, along with such orchestral works as the Capriccio on Gypsy Themes, and a symphonic poem based on a painting by Arnold Bocklin. For ten points, name this Russian composer of the Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini and The Isle of the Dead.


Answer: Sergei Vasilyevich Rachmaninoff

Bonus 1. He argued that ideas originate from a faculty of the mind in his Essays on the Intellectual Powers, which was supplemented in 1788 by his Essays on the Active Powers. For ten points each…

1. Name this author of the Inquiry into the Human Mind on the Principles of Common Sense, a leader of the Scottish school of “common sense.”


Answer: Thomas Reid
2. Reid vainly devoted much of his intellectual energies to refuting this man's theory of ideas, which held that ideas are decayed impressions of sense, as presented in his Treatise of Human Nature.


Answer: David Hume
3. In 1764, Reid succeeded this fellow Scottish thinker, the author of the Theory of Moral Sentiments, as professor of moral philosophy at Glasgow.


Answer: Adam Smith
Bonus 2. Name these equestrian monuments or the artists who sculpted them, for ten points each.

1. His equestrian statue of Gattamelata is in Padua, while his bronze David, the first nude statue of the Renaissance, is in the Bargello.


Answer: Donatello (or Donato di Niccolo di Betto Bardi)

2. The chief sculpture of this teacher of Leonardo is his bronze Bartolomeo Colleoni in Venice.


Answer: Andrea del Verrocchio
3. After spending sixteen years and failing to execute his planned equestrian statue of Francesco Sforza, Leonardo accepted a 1511 commission to sculpt an equestrian monument of this Italian general in the service of the French.


Answer: Trivulzio
Bonus 3. The history of this religion is contained in the Deeds of the 63 Illustrious Men. For ten points each…

1. (10) Name this Indian religion, which emerged around the 7th century BCE and takes its name from a Sanskrit word meaning “to conquer.”


Answer: Jainism

2. (10) The most important of the 63 illustrious men are these 24 individuals, perfected humans who appear irregularly to preach the Jainist faith. Mahavira was the 24th and last of them.


Answer: Tirthankaras

3. (10) Jains believe that the universe consists of this material, of which the soul must free itself if it is to attain liberation. The ascetic practices known as “nirjana” lead to the wearing away of this substance.


Answer: karman

Bonus 4. Name these 15th century kings of France, for ten points each.

1. Thanks to Joan of Arc, he was crowned at Remis in 1429 and went on to rule for another 32 years.


Answer: Charles VII
2. Nicknamed “the Spider,” this successor to Charles VII revoked the Pragmatic Sanction of Bourges and defeated Charles the Bold at Nancy.


Answer: Louis XI
3. His 42-year reign, which finally ended in 1422, was marked by periodic spells of insanity. It may have been during one of them that he accepted the Treaty of Troyes, making England's Henry V his heir.


Answer: Charles VI
Bonus 5. Name these characters created by Thomas Mann, all of whom, like Terrell Owens, experience strong homoerotic feelings, for ten points each.

1. This writer is so controlled by his obsessive attachment to the young boy Tadzio that he succumbs to the cholera epidemic in the titular city.


Answer: Gustav Aschenbach (accept either, grudgingly)

2. He falls in love with Hans Hansen and Ingeborg Holm, both of whom have the blue eyes and blond hair that he longs for.


Answer: Tonio Kroger (accept either)

3. In the 40-plus years that it took to complete this novel about a con artist and gigolo, Mann removed one episode featuring this character's ribald encounter with a wealthy male aristocrat.


Answer: Felix Krull (accept either)

Bonus 6. Answer these questions about a Persian dynasty, for ten points each.

1. This dynasty was established in 1501, after Alwand of the White Sheep was defeated at the battle of Shurur and the son of Haidar seized Tabriz and named himself shah.


Answer: Safavid Dynasty

2. This supposed descendant of Ali founded the Safavid dynasty, but was defeated by Selim at Chaldrian.


Answer: Ismā’īl I

3. The Safavids made this Islamic sect the dominant religion of Persia.


Answer: Shī'ite (or Shī’ī or Shī’ah, or Shī’a)

Bonus 7. Its secondary duct, the duct of Santorini, can be closed off in adults. For ten points each…

1. Name this organ that is home to secretory cells known as the islets of Langerhans.


Answer: pancreas
2. The delta cells of islets of Langerhans in the pancreas produce this hormone, which inhibits the release of growth hormone from the pituitary gland.


Answer: somatostatin
3. This duct eventually becomes the primary secretory duct of the pancreas, taking over many of the duties of the duct of Santorini.


Answer: duct of Wirsung
Bonus 8. Name these women who were the subjects of multiple portraits, for ten points each.

1. This British actress had her portrait done by many painters, including Gilbert Stuart and Joshua Reynolds, who painted her “as the Tragic Muse.”


Answer: Sarah Siddons (or Sarah Kemble)

2. This Frenchwoman was the subject of portraits by Gérard and David, who painted her reclining on a classical chaise lounge. David's painting inspired a Magritte painting which replaces her with a coffin.


Answer: Madame Jeanne Françoise Julie Adélaïde Récamier
3. This noblewoman and probable lover of Goya was the subject of a number of portraits by him, and may also be depicted in “The Nude Maja” and “The Clothed Maja,” though this is doubtful.

Answer: Maria del Pilar Teresa Cayetana de Silva Alvarez de Toledo, duquesa d'Alba (accept either)
Bonus 9. Name these battles of World War I, for ten points each.

1. Samsonov committed suicide after his army was surrounded by the Germans at this battle on the Eastern Front in August 1914.


Answer: Battle of Tannenberg (or Battle of Stēbark)

2. This battle began in early July, 1916 and lasted until the middle of November, during which time over a million soldiers were killed. Idiotic tactics cost British 60,000 men on the first day alone.


Answer: First Battle of the Somme
3. Also known as the twelfth battle of the Isonzo, this 1917 disaster for Italian arms was followed by a disorganized retreat to the Piave and cost General Cadorna his command.


Answer: Battle of Caporetto
Bonus 10. Name these equations that can be derived from Maxwell's equations, for ten points each.

1. This equation can be derived by taking the divergence of Ampere's law. In cgs units, it states that the partial time derivative of the charge density plus the divergence of the current density is zero.


Answer: charge conservation (or the electromagnetic continuity equation or other equivalents)

2. In free space, this equation can be derived by taking the curls of Faraday's and Ampere's laws. In cgs units, it states that the d'Alembertians of the electric and magnetic fields are zero in free space, and implies a propagation speed of c and transverse nature for its namesake phenomena.


Answer: electromagnetic wave equation(s)

3. This energy conservation theorem relates the dot product of electric field and current density, the partial time derivative of energy density, and the divergence of the namesake vector, which is proportional to the cross product of the electric and magnetic fields.


Answer: Poynting's theorem or equation

Bonus 11. He writes that the world will “flame out, like shining from shook foil” and will “gather to a greatness” like the ooze of crushed oil in his poem “God's Grandeur.” For ten points each…

1. Name this poet who also wishes glory to God for dappled things in his poem “Pied Beauty.”


Answer: Gerard Manley Hopkins
2. Among the excesses that Hopkins heaps on the title character of this poem are the titles of “morning's minion,” “daylight's dauphin,” and “dapple-dawn-drawn Falcon.”


Answer: “The Windhover”

3. Hopkins compares the bright plumage of a colorful English bird with the iridescent nature of an insect with the title and opening line of this poem.


Answer: “As Kingfishers Catch Fire, Dragonflies Draw Flame”

Bonus 12. Answer each of the following about amino acid chemistry, for ten points each.

1. With the exception of glycine, all amino acids display this form of stereoisomerism as they have having two non-superimposable mirror image forms designated as D and L.


Answer: enantiomers (or enantiomerism or optical isomers or optical isomerism)

2. This proteinogenic amino acid has a cyclic side group attached to the a-amino group, forming a secondary amino group. It can act as a structural disruptor in alpha helices, and as a turning point in beta sheets.


Answer: proline

3. Amino acids are common examples of these amphoteric ions that can simultaneously act as acids and bases.


Answer: zwitterions

Bonus 13. Answer the following about places to spend your afterlife in Mesoamerican mythology for ten points each.

1. The god Xolotl helped the souls of the dead travel to this ninth and lowest level of the underworld in Aztec myth.


Answer: Mictlan

2. The giant Hun Came rules this Mayan underworld. In the Popol Vuh, the Lords of the Dead of this place challenge the Hero Twins to a ball game here, but lose.


Answer: Xibalba

3. In Aztec myth, the souls of those who died by drowning, scabies, dropsy, gout, leprosy, or lightning strike were sent to a watery paradise. Name either the paradise, or the rain god who made his home there.


Answer: Tlalocan or Tlaloc

Bonus 14. He argued for the “policy ineffectiveness proposition,” which suggests that, after a while, higher inflation will stop leading to lower unemployment. For ten points each…

1. Name this American economist who won the 1995 Nobel Prize for his work that questions the value of governmental interventions in the economy.


Answer: Robert E. Lucas, Jr.

2. Lucas is best known for arguing that if people have these, they will make economic choices based on prior experiences and predicted results, which will derail policies that try to manipulate the economy. They are the namesakes of a vogue economic theory based on Lucas’ work.


Answer: rational expectations

3. Lucas helped explain the failure of this curve as an economic model. It purports to show an inverse relationship between the percent increase in nominal wages and rate of unemployment, and its namesake first created it using a century of employment data from the United Kingdom.


Answer: Phillips curve 
Bonus 15. His works include the ballet The Muses of Our Fatherland, the overture “In the Highlands,” and eight symphonies. For ten points each…

1. Name this important Danish composer of the 19th century.


Answer: Niels Gade
2. This German composer conducted the Leipzig premiere of Gade's Symphony No. 1 in 1843, and, upon this man's death, Gade succeeded him as Kapellmeister of the Leipzig Conservatory. His Octet is often paired in concert with Gade's, while his other works include the some Incidental Music for a Midsummer Night’s Dream.


Answer: Jakob Ludwig Felix Mendelssohn-bartholdy

3. In 1863, this young Norwegian composer went to Copenhagen to study with Gade. This composer's “From Holberg's Time” is sometimes paired with Gade's Holbergiana, while his other works include some Incidental Music for Peer Gynt.


Answer: Edvard Hagerup Grieg
Bonus 16. Name these novels by Latin American women, for ten points each.

1. Julia Álvarez employs reverse chronology in this tale of Carla, Sandra, Yolanda, Sofia, and their family's escape from the Trujillo dictatorship and subsequent experience in America.


Answer: How the Garcia Girls Lost Their Accents
2. Esteban Trueba and his granddaughter Alba use the journal of Clara, Esteban's wife, to piece together the story of their family in this novel by Isabel Allende.


Answer: The House of the Spirits (or La casa de los espíritus)

3. Young Celaya Reyes mostly narrates this chronicle of four generations of her family in this surprisingly not bad Sandra Cisneros novel that takes its title from the decoration on the grandmother's rebozo, or traditional shawl.


Answer: Caramelo
Bonus 17. Answer each of the following about a detector being built in the Pampas of Argentina for te points.

1. These highly energetic streams of particles are often subject to the interesting phenomena of galactic trapping and reflection, and geomagnetic confinement. They were determined to be extraterrestrial in origin by Michelson.

Answer: cosmic rays
2. The ground detector detects cosmic ray shower particles in large tanks of water through this man's namesake effect, in which charged particles traveling faster than the local speed of light produce the namesake radiation.


Answer: Pavel Alekseyevich Cerenkov
3. One of the principal scientists behind the project is this physicist, who demonstrated CP symmetry violation in K-mesons with Fitch.


Answer: James Watson Cronin

Bonus 18. His 1879 dissertation at Leipzig offered insight into “the primitive system of vowels in Indo-European languages.” For ten points each…

1. Name this Swiss thinker, who returned to his hometown of Geneva in 1891 and taught there until his death.


Answer: Ferdinand de Saussure
2. Saussure is best known for this 1915 book, a collection of his lecture notes assembled after his death by his students.


Answer: Course in General Linguistics (or Cours de linguistique générale)

3. One of Saussure's most important distinctions is between the study of a language at a single point in time and the study of linguistic change. Give either of the terms he used to describe these two types of linguistics.


Answer: synchronic or diachronic 

Bonus 19. Name these less than intelligent men that populate the work of Shakespeare, for ten points each.

1. In Twelfth Night, this moronic friend of Sir Toby Belch attempts to court Olivia. 


Answer: Sir Andrew Aguecheek
2. This drunken tinker is tricked into thinking he is a lord, and is the chief character in the Induction of The Taming of the Shrew.


Answer: Christopher Sly
3. He is perhaps not at his wily best when he attempts to seduce mistresses Page and Ford, not knowing that they are aware of his intentions in The Merry Wives of Windsor.

1. Name this paramilitary organization, formed by people of New Hampshire who had been granted land west of a certain natural boundary.

2. The Green Mountain Boys elected this man as their first colonel.


Answer: Ethan Allen
3. The Green Mountain Boys formed in response to a royal decree that invalidated New Hampshire's grants of land in modern-day Vermont on the grounds that this colony held jurisdiction to the area. Settlers from this colony were terrorized by having the notorious “birch seal” of the Boys' carved into their backs.


Answer: New York
