of the unprofitable organization

LtD "BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE"

1. GENERAL RULES, PURPOSES AND TASKS.

1.1. The unprofitable organization LtD " BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE" in the following text "The insitute" is an independent business company and in it's activity it observes the existing laws of the Latvian Republic, the normative acts and these regulations.

1.2. The juridical adress of the Institute: Lomonosova street 1, Riga, LV1019, Latvian Republic.

1.3. The main purpose of organizing the institute is the development of the education, science, technology, economics and culture.

1.4. The main directions of the LtD activity are:

· scientific – research work;

· organization of the teaching;

· work out and realization of the social-economical, scientific-technological programmes;

· work out and inculation of the new technologies;

· exterior economical activity;

· consultations;

· managing the seminars and conferences and similar activities, including abroad;

· advertisment;

· printing industry;

· publishing activity, by using the technological means;

· stimulation of the social activity and creative activity of the youth;

· the development of the Russian speaking national cultures of the Latvian Republic;

· the development of the integration process between different national and ethnical groups in the Latvian Republic;

· organization of the scientific, cultural and teaching activities;

· using the international experience and it's drawing in into the national mentalities' problems solving;

· development of the international experience and relations in the field of education, science and culture;

· other kinds of the enterprise activity which are not forbiden with the laws of the Latvian Republic;

1.5. For fulfiling it's tasks the Institute:

· may create independent or for the definite time producing, cretive, production realizing collectives, entreprises, organizations, departments and branches in the Latvian Republic and abroad.

· may participate with it's capital in different associations, joint stock companies, joint ventures and other formations of the enterprise activty in the Latvian Republic as well as abroad.

2. JURIDICAL STATUS.

2.1. The Institute according to the valid laws of the Latvian Republic is a legal person. The Institute has it's separate property, independent balance, the seal with it's designation, standard forms, trade – mark, emblem and other attribution, also the account in the bank, incl. currency.

2.2. The status of the legal person the Institute gets with the registration moment in the Latvian Republic Enterprise register and looses it when is expeled from the Latvian Republic Enterprise register.

3. THE PROPERTY OF THE INSTITUTE.

3.1. The Institute realizes the enterprise activity, basing on the proprietary right, by ruling, using and dealing with it's property.

3.2. In the property of the Institute can be included the buildings, the structures, the means of the transportation and other estate or proprietary right, which are necessary for carrying out the tasks which are provided in the regulations of the Institute.

3.3.The property of the Institute is formed from the money or material payments of the participants, from the incomes of the production producing or it's realization, from the bank credit, from the hire of the property and other sources.

4. COMMERCIAL AND FINNANCIAL ACTIVITY.

4.1. The commercial and finnancial activity of the Institute is based on the self created capital – Regulations' and reserve funds' undivided capital.

4.2. The statutory fund of the Institute is formed in the amount of 1100 thousand roubles. The participants their payments can perform in the way of the money or the estate, also the pay for the hire, the rent payments, production, services and in other ways. The statutory fund can be increased or decreased only by the decision of the participants' general meeting and by changing the Regulations.

4.3. By forming the statutory fund of the Institute are established 110 shares, the amount of each is 10(ten) thosand roubles. The participant according to the law established order must get the certificate of the share. The following payment amount and order of the pay of the statutory fund is established by the participants' general meeting.

4.4. The shares gives to the participants the rights to participate in the board of the Institute, in the case the Institute is going to be liquidate – to get the liquidation quota, and other rights which are provided in the Regulations. The participant may realize his shares to any other person, if during the one month from the presentation of the writen announcment the Institute has not solved it's shares.

The participant may alienate his investement share not before than two years after the entrance in the organization.

In the case of the share owner death it passes to the legatee.

4.5. The founders of the Institute and their investments are:

· Riga Aviation University, representative I.Martinovs –

 40 shares at the total sum 400000 rbl.;

· The fund of the Riga Humanitarian Institute,representative

S.Buka - 10 shares at the total sum 100000 rbl.;

· Limited Company "ORRO", representative A.Bashkatovs – 

10 shares at the total sum 100000 rbl.;

· Limited Company "OTSO", representative M.Gavirlovs – 

10 shares at the total sum 100000 rbl.;

· Commercial bank  "Riga – Bank", representative V.Naglis – 

20 shares at the total sum 200000 rbl.;

LtD "Velve", representative V.Nikiforovs - 20 shares at the 

total sum 200000 rbl.;

4.6. The Institute creates the finnancial resources from the incomes of the production (works, services) realization, depreciation deductions, payments of the partners, other enterprises and organizations, members of the Institute , and also from the credit an other resources.

4.7. By carrying out the enterprise activity the Institute uses according to their own opinions  and independently from the the sources of the organization it's own as well as drawed finnancial resources.

4.8. For providing the stability of it's finnancial standing and for covering the losses which may occur as the result of the natural hazard and other independent from the activity of the Institute and unforseen circumstances, it  insures it's property and proprietary interests in the state or commercial insurance firms. 

The insurance is carried out voluntarily and according to the decision of the LtD.

5. THE MEMBERS AND WORKERS OF THE INSTITUTE.

THEIR RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS.

5.1. The members of the Institute can be the persons who have reached the age of 18 years, who recognizes the Regulations, with their work are able to participate in the carrying out the tasks of the Institute and with their money means or property participates in the property forming of the Institute.

The members of the Institute can also be the legal persons. In the institute can be only one member.The amount of the participants may not be larger than 50.

5.2. The Institute may employ the hired manpower in any amount and without the mediation of other institutions according to the Latvian Republic work legislation established order. The members of the Institute can also be the physical persons, who with their work participate in the carrying out the tasks of the Institute,but with their money means or property do not participate in the property forming of the Institute.

5.3. The member or worker of the institute simultaneously can be the member of the other firm, enterprise or organization.

5.4. The members of the Institute have the rights:

· to participate in the activity of the Institute and in it's control, to elect and to be elected in the ledersship and control institutions, to move the proposals on the improvement of the Institute's work and also on the eliminating the deficencies of it's officials and institutions;

· to get the information from the officials of the Institute about any question connected with it's activity.

5.5. The members and workers of the Institute have the rights:

· to get the payment for their work according to the Latvian Republic existing legislation;

· to use the property of the Institute, to get the provided advantages and priveleges;

· to get the social providing and the social insurance;

· to get the cultural, consumer services and to satisfy other needs according to the general meeting's established order.

5.6. The obligation of the members and workers of the Institute is:

· to observe the Regulations and to fulfil the decisions of the general meeting's  executive organs and control institution;

· to do their duty for the Institute, which is connected with working or property participation in it's activity, to spare the property of the Institute and to inpermit the thriftless attitude against it;

· to be responsible for the results of their work, to consider the discipline of producing and work, the rules of the labour protection and safety technology, and also to improve their qualification.

5.7.The property of the Institute members, according to their payment in the statutory fund, is the estate which the Institute has created by carrying out the enterprise activity (buildings, structures, machines, devices, means of transportation, produced production, money means and other property).

6.THE INDUSTRIAL AND ECONOMIC ACTIVITY.


6.1. The industrial and economical activity of the Institute occurs on the agreement and  contract bases with physical and legal persons, and also with the foreign partners, in  order and according to the rules, which are envisaged in the law.


6.2. To the interests of performing it's activity the Institute can open the current and other accounts in the banks according to it's choice in the location of the Institute or it's branches, or in the places where the production is saled.


6.3. The settlements, the contract obligations  of the Institute are carried out without cash in the order of the payments with the help of the credit institutions and in cash.


6.4. For fulfiling it's tasks the Institute:

· in the established order can create the industry districts, departments, branches or other structural unit;

· in the established order gets for use to carry out the enterprise activity the land, necessary buildings, premises, devices and other property, and acquires in  the retail trade,in enterprises of the consumer services and other organizations the production of the industry and technological meaning and consumer goods;

· in the established order gets the long term and short term credits.

6.6. The services (the production) the Institute is realised with the contractial price. If the production (works, services) would be produced according to the agrrement of the government order, it can be realized with the centralyzed established prices.

6.7. The Institute has the rights

· to conclude the agreements with physical and legal persons about the acquirement of the production of the industry and technological meaning, the consumer goods,agricultural and other products, and about the realization of it's own production (services);

· to hire the land, the buildings, the storehouses and other premises, and also the equipments and devices;

· to perform the general overhaul in the economical round and on the agreement bases, to conclude other agreements and to perform other in the law permited activities, in accordance with the Regulations' tasks;

· About it's obligations the Institute answers with all it's property on which , according to the law, the recovering can be directed. The members about the obligations of the Institute answers only in accordance with the share of his property which is separated to the Institute.

The Republic of Latvia does not answer about the obligations of the Institute, and in the same way the Institute does not answer about the obligations of the Republic of Latvia.


The Institute does not answer about the obligations of it's members.

7.ADMINISTRATION.

7.1.The higher administrative institution of the Institute is the general meeting of the founders. The members or their plenipotentiries participates in it with the casting vote rights, but other members – with the deliberative rights. The general meeting is competent, if in it participates the members who represents more than half of the Statutory fund , but when deciding the questions about the changes in the Regulations or the liquidation of the Institute, not less than ¾ of the Statutory fund.

The general meeting of the founders is competent to decide only  if in it participate the representatives of Riga Aviation University and The Fund of Riga Humanitarian Institute.

Each member votes depending on the largeness of the share in the Statutory fund of the Institute. One share in the Statutory fund gives one vote.

The voting, if the ballot is not asked at least by the one member of the LtD, exepting the occasions which are envisaged in the law,  is opened.

If the question about the some member expeling is decided, or if there is the question about raising the action against some member or about the declining from the action, the concrete member or his plenipotentiry does not participate in the voting.  

The general meetings are called in the law established order.

7.2. Only in the competence of the general meeting of the Institute is:

· acceptance of the Regulations, its' changes and additions;

· establishing the finnancing order of the Institute's activity, establishing the amounts of the shares, establishing the changes in Statutory and other funds and changes in the members;

·  affirming the Institute's activity plan, programmes and reports, including the Inspector reports; 

· electing and recall of the Board, Director and Inspector;

· affirming the order of the work payment;

· decision on the questions about the reorganization, overgrading , uniting or suspending the activity of the Institute;

· affirming the regulationsof the  independent and temporary made structural units, branches and representations;

· in the competence of the general meeting is also any other question which is connected with the activity of the Institute.

In the general meeting competence included questions the decision can be accepted if "for" have been voted more than half of the Institute's voices, but in the questions about the Regulations' changes and change of the share owner – if "for" have been voted not less than ¾ of the voices.

7.3. The contorl over the quality of specialists' training is carried out by the Riga Aviation University Scientific Council.

7.4. The general meeting elects the board and for three years the Director.

7.5. The general meeting elects for three years the Inspector.

The Inspector controles the considering of the Regulations, the keeping of the property, the legality of the agreements and economical operations, the getting and use of the material – technological supplies and money supplies, the correctness of the accounting, reports and accounts, the correct and enough fast viewing of the Institute's workers applications and complaints, and also considering the other interests of the Institute and it's workers.

The inspection reports are  affirmed by the general meeting.

The Inspector has the rights to inspect the keeping and using of the material – technological supplies and money supplies,buildings, devices, transportation and other property, to require from the officials and other members of the LtD the necessary documents and explanations, and introduce the suggestions for the general meeting about the results of inspections and audits.

The Inspector in his work is guided by the instructions from the law and other normative acts.

7.6. From it's workers, who have the accordant qualification, the Institute chooses the accountant, or engages him on the agreement bases. 

The accountant answers about his work in accordance to the valid laws.

8.THE INCOMES AND ITS' DIVIDING.

8.1. The incomes of the Institute are formed from the incomes of the production (works, services), property and securities realization, total profit of the activity, operations of the trade and leasing.

8.2. The balance profit is formed by the subtracting from the incomes the expenses, which are related to the realized production (works, services) in the account period: concretely – the material and to it equlized payments, work payment, payments for the hire and the rent, the allocations in the state's  social insurance fund, the payments for the natural resources which are established in the normatives.

8.3. The net profit is formed by the subtracting from the balance profit the payments in the budget, according to the existing legislation, the payment for the bank loan percents, the payment of the penalty for inobservance of the agreement obligations and other penalties, and also the expenses for forming the reserve fund. The reserve fund is formed from the profit subtractings, which composes not laee than 5 % from the profit. The reserve fund must compose 1/3 of the statutory fund.

In the reserve fund must be also entered the income, which exceeds the expenses of the non-profit organization. This payment passes to the next business year, it is not imposed by the profits tax and it can not be taken out or paid to the workers, it must be used only for the purposes which are envisaged in the Regulations.

The Institute may also form other funds.

9.THE LABOUR AND THE SALARY.

9.1. The labour relations of the Institute are regulated by the existing labour legislation of the Republic of Latvia and these Regulations.

9.2. The amount, the form and the system of the labour payment for the workers of the Institute is established in accordance with the laws of the Republic of Latvia.

9.3. The length and regimen of the working day , and also the granting order of the free days, vacations, additional vacations and other conditions of the work are established by the LtD office regulations.

The Institute performs the  undertakings for observing the labour protecton and safety technology and provides thehygiene of the industry and the sanitar rules conformable to the regulations an norms of the state enterprises and organizations in the accordant field of the national economy.

9.4. For the social insurance and social providing needs of the members and workers of the Institute, The Institute pays the part from it's incomes in the state's  social insurance fund, in such amount, which is established in the Republic of Latvia.

10.SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT.

10.1. The questions on the social development are decided in the general meeting. The Institute takes care about the improvement of the working and household conditions of it's members and also the workers, and also about the satisfaction of their family interests and needs.

10.2. The Institute by using it's own needs can build the living houses, pre – school institutions and other object of the social meaning, and also participate in its' building. The Institute can also rent or acquire such objects.

11. OUTWARD ECONOMICAL ACTIVITY.

11.1. The Institute may be the member of the outward economical activity and to carry out independently the import and export of the production (works, services), the operations of the foreign trade, and also to form it's structural units.

11.2. The Institute may found direct trade and economical, scientific and technical, cultural and other economic connections, and also cooperate with the foreign organizations and institutions, and to take the responsibility about the performing of the taken obligations.

11.3. If there is a need, The Institute may send to the other countries for doing the fieldwork or for overqualificationing it's specialists.

12.REORGANIZATION. THE ENDING OF THE ACTIVITY.

12.1. The decision about the reorganization of the Institute is taken by the general meeting and this must be announced to the Enterprise register of the Latvian Republic according to the established order in the existing legislation.

12.2. The reorganization can be expressed as the change of the enterprise activity or the form of the property, joining  to the other enterprise or joining the other enterprise to the Institute, creation of the new enterprise by uniting several enterprises, and in other cases which are envisaged in the law.

12.3. In the case of reorganization the rights and obligations of the Institute, according to the laws of the Latvian Republic, passes to the successor of the rights.

12.4. The Institute finishes it's activity if it is going to be  liquidated.

12.5. The activity of the Institute is finished, if it is taken as decision by the general meeting, after the verdict of the court and in other cases which are envisaged in the legislation of the Latvian Republic.

12.6. The announcment about the liquidation is published in the official paper and the liquidation is carried out in the established order in the existing legislation of the Latvian Republic.

12.7. In the case of liquidation, the taker of such decision, nominates the liquidation commission, which rules the Institute during the process of liquidation.

12.8. The liquidation commission estimates the property of the Institute and composes the liquidation balance, which is given for the affirming to the President of the Institute or to the other taker of liquidation decision.

The money supplies which are left after satisfying the creditor demands in the law established order and after the realization of the Institute's property, are divided between the members of the Institute proportional to their invested share in the statutory fund. If the Institute is liquidated or reorganizeds as the profit organization or enterprise, the reserve fund and the property which is acquired for in it saved means passes to the state property.

12.9. The Institute can be considered as liquidated and it looses the rights of the legal person with the moment it is expeled from the Enterprise register of the Latvian Republic.

The Regulations are accepted in the year 1992.

Supplement the point 1.4. : "to organize the consultations, - to organize teaching courses and centres, - tourism activity in the educational, sport and youth spheres of tourism."

· Supplement the point 2.3. : The full name of the legal person:

· BALTIJAS KRIEVU INSTITŪTS

· BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE

· БАЛТИЙСКИЙ РУССКИЙ ИНСТИТУТ
Add to the point 4.4.: " After introducing the writen application to the board".

In the point 4.5. to strike the surnames of all the representatives. In connection with the renaming of the title, change from the "Fund of Riga Humanitarian Institute" to "Baltic Russian Institute – Russian education fund in Latvia".

In the point 7.1. change "Fund of RHI" to "BRI and REL fund", in connection with the renaming of the title. Concretize: "The board calls the meeting…".

Point 7.2. offer in the following wording: "- affirmation of the reports about the activity of the board, director and inspector, - affirmation of the annual balance, - election and canceling of the members of the board, chairman of the board and inspector". Add to the last sentence"… observing the requirements of the regulations' point 7.1."

Point 7.4. offer in the following wording:

"  7.4. EXECUTIVE ORGANS OF THE INSTITUTE

7.4.1.
The meeting elects the board of the Institute and the chairman

of the board for three years with the rights of repeated re-electing. In the time between the general meetings, the Board discharges it's functions, exepting those, which are related only to the the competence of general meeting.

The Board nominates the director (rector) of the Institute for three years with the rights of repeated re – nominating. The decision about the nomination of the director is signed by the chairman of the Board.

7.4.2. The meetings of the Board must be called not less than once in the two months. The chairman of the Board calls the meetings of the Board and informs the members of the Board not later than three working days until calling the date of the meeting. The decisions of the Board meetings are formed with the accordant protocol. The members of the Board have the possibility to give to the chairman of the Board their motivate suggestions in the writen way until the beginning of the Board meeting, if they do not have the possibility to participate in the work of the meeting. For the taking of the Board decision the majority of the Board members' voices is necessary.

Any member of the Board has the rights to demand to the chairman of the Board to call the Board meeting. The chairman of the Board not later than two weeks after receiving the writen motivated demand calls the Board meeting. In case, the Board meeting is not beeing called, the meeting is called in the two weeks by the initiator.

7.4.3. The everyday activity of the Institute is guided by the director. The director of the Institute has the authority to sign first and he may without preliminary agreement represent the Institute in all institutions and organizations.

The director is responsible for the organization of the teaching process, for performance of the scientific and methodological researches, for the other directions of activity, he organizes the accounting of the bookkeeping and reports in the Institute.

The director engages and discharges from the work the collaborators and teachers with the order of the Institute, he gives out the orders and instructions, which must be obligatory fulfiled by all collaborators of the Institute.

The director concludes the contracts, the agreements, opens and closes the account in the bank, he deals with the money and other means of the Institute. The director is carrying out any  other activity, which is necessary for reaching the goals of the Institute, except those, which are in the competence of the board and the members of the meeting.

In the absence of the director, his functions are carried out by the deputy director, which is affirmed by the Board after the suugestion of the director.

The director gives the accounts to the general meeting of the members, but between the meetings to the Board of the Institute. The Board has no rights to interfere in the operative activity of the Institute, which is related to the competence of the management.

In the Board meetings the director informs the Board about the results of the activity of the Institute and about the most important taken decisions.

Not later than two months after the end of the business year, the director introduces to the Board the project of the year report, the balance about the last year and the project of the Institute's working plan.

The conclusion about the project of the year report, the balance and the working plan the Board announces to the general meeting.

In case the director is canceled from his post, his obligations until the nomination of the new director is carried out by the chairman of the Board. The director of the Institute has the rights to demand, in case he is not satisfied with the decision of the Board, to call the extraordinary general meeting. The Board must call the general meeting according to the order which is established by the law ".

Add to the point 7.5. "… and also the board in, if necessary, the general meeting must be informed".

Add to the point 8.3. "The allocations for the reserve fund are performed until the reaching the amount not less than 1/3 from the Statutory fund".

Add to the point 10.1. in the first sentence "… and the Board".

In the points 4.2. and 4.3. change the largeness of the fixed capital to the 9300 ls and amount of the shares to the 186.

Affirm the increasing of the Statutory fund and the following division of the shares:

4. Sides recognize qualifying parameters of both Higher Schools as being correspondent with Latvian Republic legislation.

Acquisition by Latvia of the status of the subject of the international law, full transformation of social structures of society, prompt passage to the Market economic have been followed by the increase of a role of the Law, as an regulator of public relations. Legal illiteracy and anarchy, inherent to a transitional phase gradually are overcome.

The stage of the coordination of a Latvian Republic legislative system with the legislation of countries of European community approaches. In aggregate these factors create steady demand for the experts in area of Law sciences, prepared in a new fashion. The preparation of the experts within the framework of Professional educational program of BRI Faculty of Law can promote partial sufficing of this demand.

Professional educational program is correspondent with current professions in Latvian Republic Profession Classificatory:

· Tiesību zinātnu jurists, 45381.

AIMS OF PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION:

· Preparation of the graduates on humanitarian, social-economic, and general-professional disciplines up to a level ensuring the capability of the graduates to continue tutoring in Magistracy.

· Education at the students of needs in constant renewal and magnification of volume of the knowledge, perfecting before obtained skills.

· Preparation of the expert-lawyer capable to work effectively as in state structures of Latvian Republic (in public authorities and control, in Office of State Prosecution, Police etc.), and to render legal services in sphere of various non-state organizations and enterprises, in sphere of business and trade. Taking into account the actual place of BRI among other Latvian educational institutions, enumerated directions of preparation of the lawyers for a Faculty of Law are defining for the Institute.

To complete the aims of the professional program, the following primal tasks are decided:
1.  On a cycle of humanitarian and social-economic disciplines:

· Receipt of sufficient knowledge and skills of their use in the social analysis, understanding of the meaning and role of political systems and political conditions in life of society;

· Receipt of appropriate skills in selection of theoretical, applied and tool components of politological knowledge;

· Creation the students of a broad outlook in sphere of social - humanitarian disciplines. Development of skills to transparent knowledge, obtained during the study of philosophy, politology, sociology, psychology and social psychology, on a material of special legal disciplines.

2.  On a cycle of general-professional and special disciplines:

· Multifold mastering the nomenclature and concepts of general branches of Law.

· Acquaintance of the students with historical evolution of basic legal institutes of the state.

· Detailed study by the students of the modern State Law, Civil Law, Criminal Law and Process of Latvian Republic, with the special accent on assimilation of norms of Civil Law.

· Combination of study of the Latvian Republic legislation with acquaintance with bases of the right of countries of European community and the nearest to LR countries.

· Development of the students' skills to renew the knowledge with usage of law-comparative methods and modern information technologies.

The educational program is composed and flexibly changed in the correspondence with the needs for the experts of Latvian market. 

The theoretical assimilation of the program of tutoring is finished by state examination in a speciality in the beginning of the 8th semester. After passing the examination students resemble practice in state structures ( LR Saima, Court, Police etc.)  or in non-state organizations and firms. Having fended the Practice Report they create and fend degree work.

THE CONTENT AND ORGANIZATION OF THE HIGHER PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION 

STUDIES’ PROGRAMME “ LAW SCIENCES” 

The content and organization of the higher professional studies’ programme “ Law sciences” is based on the set approach in the preparation of the qualified lawyers. By the assigning the content of the programme, the experience, on which was based the LU faculty of law and the higher schools of those states, which system of law is close to ours, has been used.

The conservatism of the content of the programmes, not including in it exotic and outwardly effective novations, fits well with the social functions of the lawyer and his real role in the contemporary society of Latvia.

The content of the higher professional studies’ programme “ Law sciences” was directly affected with the circumstance that the main goal of the faculty of law is to prepare wide profile lawyers, who would be able to work in the LR state structures, and also to provide with their favours the commercial structures.

Such positing of the question results from the current moment of the Latvian work market, and also from the real situation, where BRI is placed among the other higher schools of LR.

In connection with that, in the bloc A (the common amount is 144 creditpoints) wre included the disciplines of general education (logics, philosophy, sociology) as well as specific ones, for example civil law, criminal law.

The block B (professional and specific disciplines) was formed on the analogical bases.

The small block C according to it’s amount (chosen disciplines) is connected with the specific of BRI the higher school is grounded comparatively not a long time ago, but it develops rapidly, that is why this bloc has the alternant character. There must be noticed, that some of the chosen disciplines are popular among the students.

The learning of the professional and specific disciplines concordantly complements with the three stages of practice (11 creditpoints), when students can use the theorethical knowledge they have got in the higher school practically.

The work out of the reports, course papers and diploma works, which are provided in the programme helps for the students to get the basic skills for the further scientific work.

The content of the programme and it’s realization gives to the students the chance after the diploma getting to continue the studies in the mastery.

Short description and organization of the programmes

The content of the of the higher professional studies’ programme “ Law sciences” is collocated in three parts:

· Part A (obligatory courses) – the creditpoints must get all the students;

· Part B (courses of the obligatory choice) - the creditpoints must get all the students, according to their speciality;

· Part C ( courses of the free choice) – the creditpoints must get the students according to the free choice.

The requirements for getting the qualification

· The studies’ programme is profited at the 164 CP amount;

· The State qualification examination is passed;

· Asserting of the diploma work.

Resume

 The organization and content of the higher professional studies’ programme “Law sciences” which is realised in BRI  are traditional and are based on the experience of those higher schools, which is acquired during the long period of time by preparing the specialists in the jurisprudence.

The digestion of the programmes gives to the students the chance to get deep enough knowledge in this field and after getting the diploma to work successfully in the chosen speciality or to continue the studies in the mastery.

Perspectives of the higher professional education studies' programme "Law sciences".

The high prestige of the lawyer profession and increasing significance of the law sciences has brought to increase of such persons' amount who would like to study law sciences.It occurs as the result according to all the objective processes which are happening in the society of Latvia.

The independet state status recovering, radical transformation of the social structures in the society, rapid transition to the market economy: it makes the increse of law sciences in such role as social relations regulation. 

The law nihilism occurences which were characteristical to the transition period gradually stay in the past. Therefore not by chance the Department of law is the biggest in Baltic Russian Institute. In the bases of the education programmes, first of all, is the cognition of the  Latvian legislation and characteristical political and historical reality in Latvia. Successful profiting by the content of the BRI educational plans' envisaged courses, gives to the graduates the chance to use effectively their knowledge after the end of the studies.

Taking into account the average numerical strength of the BRI graduates, 90-100 persons in a year, almost all  of them have got a job. ( The number of persons who work not according to their speciality do not exceed the 15 – 18 %). Besides, those graduates, who showed excellent marks during the studies, all of them have got a job. The graduates of BRI work in the public prosecutor's office of LR, in municipalities, including the Riga council, in Saeima of LR.  In difference with the lawyers from the last stage, the graduates of the BRI Department of law have good orientation skills in the International rights, including the legislation of European Union. Taking into account that the process of submiting the  legislation of European Union and the legislation of LR is draging on, this also increases their ability to compete in the work market.

In business structures the demand for educated, well preparated lawyers still is not satisfied. Just the opposite, by the consolidation of the middle business positions, it can increase, and also provoke a new demand in the work market and new possibilities to find a job.

Last of all, many tens of the students in BRI department of law, allready hold different  state officials' offices, including the ones who work in the rights' protection institutions. This condition can be taken as one more evidence to the fact that in the state institutions are not enough specialists in law sciences. In democratical states the amount of the diplomate lawyers to one inhabitant is one of the main criterias for the state civilisation. So, according to GFR scientific researches, at present  0,17% from all the state's inhabitants study law. Comparing these indices with Latvia, there must be 4700 persons who study law sciences in Latvia. Obviously, this indice (taking into account the state accredited programmes for the lawyers preparation) is not achieved. But it proofs the necessity of the law sciences' studies programmes further broadening. The contribution in these processes gives also the Baltic Russian Institute.

Summary.

· Social – economical realities of the Latvian Pepublic attests that in Latvian work market is a demand for diplomated, well preparated lawyers.

· Graduates of BRI Deparetment of law fits well in  the changeful sight of the Latvian work market and the level of the work settling for the students is normal at the absolute malority.

HIGHER PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM

ORGANIZATION AND KNOWLEDGE EVALUATION.

ORGANIZATION OF STUDIES.

Higher professional educational program of Law Studies is based on general-educational, professional and selection of special courses.

Assimilation of general-educational courses ensures the broad outlook in jurisprudence of the future professionals; their abilities in analytical evaluation of new information, in expanding their knowledge, based on already gained skills. Study of professional and special courses provides possibility to exhibit themselves in selected field of activity.  

Dividing the program into blocs is traditional measure, which allows assimilating the legislation in different fields of law. Also within the general-educational disciplines are allocated cycles of General-Theoretical Law courses (Theory of State and Law, History of State and Law etc.), course of State Law, Criminal Law and International Law studies. Besides all mentioned above, disciplines of special law courses have to broaden and to detail the knowledge, gained in assimilation of professional courses.

EVALUATION OF KNOWLEDGE.

 Process of qualified professional preparation in not possible without careful and strict control of skill and knowledge, gained by students. Objects of the control are not only A, B and C Groups’ courses. Besides them skills of logical reasoning, public performance (which are developed by assimilation of such courses like Logic, Rhetoric, Social Psychology), skills of independent search and analysis of necessary information are evaluated.

Within the process of control abilities of working with Library’s catalog and searching of demanded information in the Internet are also estimated. One of knowledge evaluation methods is Essay (in several courses, as Theory of Law, it is mandatory) and Course Works writing. Tests and Examinations are the obligatory elements of students’ knowledge appraisal. An exam in fundamental courses (Theory of State and Law, History of Law, Criminal Law and Criminal Process) student is allowed to pass only after accordant test passing.

All forms of control are based on LR Educational Ministry stipulated 10-grade system, which allows to estimate students’ knowledge more carefully than previous 5-grade system.

Practice, which includes 3 stages (educational practice – 2 weeks after the 2nd Course of studies; working practice – 2 weeks after the 3rd Course of studies; pre-diploma practice – 7 weeks), is also peculiar form of future professionals’ control. Practice Reports are evaluated and analyzed carefully.

Important element of students’ knowledge estimation and control is Qualification Examination in Law (State, Criminal and Civil Law) on the 4th Course of studies. Persons who have not passed the Qualification Examination are not allowed to Diploma Work defense. The leading lecturers of the Institute jointly accept the Qualification Examination.

Diploma Work defense after the passing of the Qualification Examination is not only formal measure. Besides the text of Work, also student’s performance and abilities to protect his own point of view on selected theme are evaluated.

Strict control and evaluation of students’ knowledge although has several deficiencies. During the educational process (9 Semesters) appears quite significant amount of academic debtors, because not everyone is able to manage with all problems, arising during the time of studies. The reason of that is not very high level of education in several secondary schools. In the other hand, strictly organized control of knowledge, which leads the “dropping out” of unsuccessful students, has the positive result.

Planned quotas of graduation, which were dictated to higher schools in previous decades, often leaded to receipt of diploma by students with insufficient knowledge, which has lowered qualification of education.

Today, when situation changes, BRI and its Faculty of Law are able to ensure the high qualification of professional preparation.

RESUME:

· Law Faculty of BRI is working on strict control of the educational program realization, as well as on students’ skills and knowledge control.

· Applied system of control allows to secure preparation of qualified professionals in the field of Law. Students not only assimilate necessary knowledge and skills in jurisprudence, but also are learned to broaden their knowledge independently.

RESEARCH AND CREATIVE WORK.

With Faculty of Law 3 Chairs are working:

· Chair of International and State Law,

· Chair of Civil Law and Process,

· Chair of Criminal Law and Process.

Creative and reaserch work is carried out on listed Chairs.

For example, Chair of International and State Law provides the researches in the fiels of International Maritime and International Public Law. The greater part of these researches is dedicated not only to the theory, but also has the practical meaning. Especilly actual are works, which are connected with:

· The codification and unification of Maritime Law of the Baltic States,

· The definition of the state boundary on the Baltic Sea,

· The delimitation of sea boundaries between the Baltic States, which will allow to resolve the broad-famost conflict sitution connected with Butinge Oil Terminal.

Main direction of Chair of Civil Law and Process research work is connected with practical intructions’ development, which will introduce the private claim’s legal basis and order. Also the research work is connected with enterprise activity and enterprise creditability.

 On the Chair of Criminal Law and Process are spent the researches, connected with new LR  Criminal Code analysis and development of Criminal Process legislation. Also the attation is paid to the problems of Clinical and Judicial Sexopatalogy.

Faculty of Law reaserch results were several times published in Latvian, Poland, Russian and Belgium scientific pereodics. Academic staff of the Faculty have participated in International scientific conferences in Riga, Sain Petersburg, Moscow and Gdansk.

Scientific work also is supported by students’ of the Faculty activity. Resuls of research work were published in «Бизнес-Балтия», “Jaunā avīze”, “Jūras vēstis”, Moscow paper “Ежегодник морского права” and in other press publications.
Scientific research work is a little bit slowed down by insufficient material-technical and financial support.

RESUME:

1. On all Chair of the Faculty intensive research work is carried out, which results have important practical meaning.

2. In research work the students of the Faculty are participating actively.

3. It is important to continue the further development of the Faculty’s material-technical base.   

 EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM SECURITY AND SUPERVISING.

Already 7 years of intensive work since Faculty of Law foundation has developed the system, allowing to secure successfully higher professional educational program. Under the Faculty of Law 3 Chairs were created:

· Chair of State Law Sciences

· Chair of Civil Law Sciences

· Chair of Criminal Law Sciences.

On the Chairs 41 lecturers are working, greater part of whom are Doctors of Philosophy in Law. Assimilation of the educational program is also ensured by visits of foreign academic staff. Only in 1998/1999 ed.year students at the Faculty of Law have listened the lectures, read by lecturers from Poland, Denmark and Russia.

Material-Technical base of the Faculty secures successful educational process realization. 

At the disposal of the students of the Faculty is the greater part of educational facility, which common square is over 2000m2. The large audiences (over 100 places) are used for realization of the lectures. For seminars smaller audiences of 25-35 places are used.

Educational process realization also successfully ensures scientific Library, which regularly is supplied with the latest informational materials. In the last years it was so intensive that despite the Library has taken at own command the entire 3rd floor, problems with new books storage have arisen.

BRI Library is one of the largest customers of foreign periodic publications in Latvia that secures the realization of educational process aims and tasks.

Is developing Fund of old and rare literature, where already over 200 publications of 18-19 century are collected. Development of the Fund supports the students in writing of scientific works and course projects, widening their knowledge in correlation of Law development.

Within the educational facility the Bookstore is working, where the students can purchase the latest legal literature.

  At the disposal of the students specially equipped rooms for x-copying and computer classes with Internet-access were given. One of 2 reading halls is available for students’ occupations, for the lecturers’ recreation the comfortable room was equipped.

From 9.00 till 20.00 the Institutes’ dining room is working, at the daytime also the Cafe is available.

Of course, not all the ideas of educational program optimization were realized. Due to the objective reasons the creation of the Cabinet of Criminalistic and Judicial Medicine was not possible. At the disposal of students are only 2 computer classes. Their software and material-technical security is on the high level, although the limited number of places does not allow increasing the number of occupations within.  

RESUME:

1. Faculty of Law and Baltic Russian Institute in the whole has all the demanded conditions for qualified lawyers’ preparation.

2. It is necessary to continue the development of “Law Studies” higher professional educational program material-technical base.

REFERENCE (REVIEW)

ABOUT THE QUALITY OF TEACHING CRIMINAL – LEGAL SUBJECTS AND ADMINISTRUTIVE LAW AT BRI 

(BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE).

Reading of different courses of the programme such as Criminal Law, Law of Criminal procedure, Administrative law, Legal Safeguarding System of the Latvian Republic, Business Safety Laws is carried out by the department of Criminal Law and procedure (head of the department-Jur.D.prof. M.Sheshykov) in accordance with the programmes worked out by the Department for each course on the basis of the programmes of the Department of criminal-legal studies of the Latvian University. Scope and content of the programmes are in full conformity with current law of the Latvian Republic. Criminal Law programme has been worked out by the Department itself (docent A.Dryomina) on the basis of Criminal Law adopted in 1998 and brougt into action from  April 1, 1999. It reflects the modern state of criminal law as a branch of law, science and subject. It should be pointed out that beeing acquainted personally with the similar programmes of the Western European higher educational establishments the reviewer comes to the conclusion that the programmes of BRI meet the requirements and standards of Western Europe, especially concerning special subjects, e.g. Buisness Safety laws are much more substantial than the requirements adopted by other countries. Under the programmes 64 academic contact hours (lectures, seminars, practical classes) are set for each subject; Criminal Law and procedure, administrative law and others. Criminal law is read to the second-year students; Criminal law and procedure to the third year students. It meets generally accepted standards. Lectures , seminars and practical classes are run by prof. M.Sheshukov, docent A.Dryomina, prof. V.Shmidt ..  - the specialists in similar branches of law, having thorough research work and articles, scientific-practical and educational – methodical publications, e.g. M.Sheshykov. Educational criminal law. Riga.1998.

V.Shmidt. Forensic medicine. Course of lectures Riga, 1996.

V.Zemlyanov. Business Safety Laws. Riga, 1998 – and so on.

Research work collections are published regularly by the Institute and the academic staff have the opportunity to publish their articles. (eg. M.Sheshukov and V.Shmidt, collection 1996, v.2; collection 1998, v.3).

Docent of criminal law A.Drjomina has published an article  on one of the most timely  problems of modern Criminal Law “Peculiarities of defining international offence “genocide” by the national criminal law of Latvia”.

Thus , we can arrive at the conclusion that BRI is provided with highly qualified academic staff and teaching of Criminal Law and  procedure, Administrative law, Business Safety Laws,etc.have proper, adequate to modern level of law, research and educational methodical provision.

On the basis of generaly accepted programmes the department has worked out and use complex working programmes which include side by side with the programmes a list of Normative acts (international and local ones), educational and monographic literature, test-questions; methodical recommendations for writing student research work . The author of the review was invited to read lectures in Comparative law (New criminal legislation of Latvia, France, Russia. Comparative-legal analysis ) at  BRI under the frames of sharing pedagogical experience and had the opportunity to visit the lectures run by M.Sheshukov and A.Dryomina. Being a specialist in the field of Criminal law and reading systematically the courses of lectures at Moscow State Law Academy, Moscow State Social University (higher legal educational establishment) the author of the review should draw attention to highly qualified level of reading lectures by prof. M.Sheshykov and docent A.Dryomina. It should also be noted not only the educational aspect of lectures, but its problematic aspect and practical trend.

On the strength of the above-said we can make a conclusion under which the academic programmes and academic schedule of BRI, the faculty of law ensures the training of specialists under the programme of higher professional education, the speciality “Jurisprudence”and enables to continue education for the Master`s degree in conformity with the chosen specialization.

SYSTEM OF QUALITY ENSURANCE.

The qualification of higher professional educational program is ensured in the given order:

· Educational-methodical Council of the Faculty provides the expertise of all the courses’ programs.

· Every Chair within the Faculty has to evaluate the quality of its work once a semester.

· Senate of BRI once a year evaluates the qualification of work of the Chairs. Regularly the attendance of the classes and seminars by other lecturer is carried out, on which the analysis of studies is executed.

· Each semester the anonymous survey of the students takes place, where the participants evaluate the lecturers’ works quality in 10 criteria. The received answers are collected, analyzed and as the result form the academic staff assign on the educational courses.

· Usually the particular educational discipline at the parallel courses is read by 2 lecturers that creates the competitiveness among them. 

All above mentioned allows to ensure sufficiently high quality of the educational program, development of the educational program content and its’ modification. For example, significant modification of LR Civil Process Code created the corrections of the correspondent course. Changes in LR Satversme motivated the modifications in LR Constitutional Law course.

Educational course of the Civil Law was significantly reconsidered already a year before the new LR Criminal Law Code came into a force. The renovated course was also introduced to the students of the senior Courses, who already have passed the examination on this subject before, according to the previous educational program. 

It is necessary to note, that the educational program qualification improvement and security would have given greater results, if the security of the material-technical base of the Faculty had been also improved, as well as the number of the technical-assistance staff had been increased.

RESUME:

1. The level of higher educational program control on the BRI Faculty of Law is sufficiently high.

2. It is necessary to improve the security of material-technical base of the Faculty.

3. The effective control of educational program quality influences on educational courses’ content development and modification.

Higher professional studies’ programme

“LAW SCIENCES”

Summary

By analysing the higher professional studies’ programme“Law sciences” the following conclusions can be made:

1. The teaching plan of the speciality corresponds to the criterias which are accepted in Latvia and to the standards of the EU Higher schools (KEELE University, Copenhagen Higher Business school).

2. The learning of the teaching programme gives to the students the chance to get the knowledge and skills for the further practical activity or for continuing the studies in mastery.

3. Tha academical personnel is able to realize qualitatively the teaching plans of theprogramme “Law sciences”. The greatest part of the teachers are excellent specialists in their field. In this aspect pretty big problem is that the collective of the teachers does not rejuvenate at the requested tempo. That is why establishing the mastery in the BRI studies’ programme“Law sciences” would let to solve this problemby preparing the new cadre of the academical personnel.

4. The material – technological base of the institute completely provides the realization of the higher professional studies’ programme“Law sciences”. During the time since the last accreditation the guarantee of the computer class is considerably improved, the fund of the scientific literature and periodicals has grown rapidly, the fund of the old and rare books in law sciences has been made. There must be a sad conclusion, that the development of the offices for criminalistics, forensic medicine and other disciplines is delayed, the question about keeping the reserved books’ fund is solved pretty slowly.

The mentioned deficiencies, obviosly, can be avertd only by going step by step and taking into account the real economical condition on Latvia and the material providing of the inhabitants.

1. The scientific – research activity of the chairs increses the qualification of the academical personnel and motivates the students for turning to scientific work. In some disciplines the results of the work have not only theoretical but also practical significance. Also enlarges the contacts with the higher schools of the foreign states.

2. The system for controling the quality of teaching the subjects works effectively and fruitfully.

Resume

The higher professional studies’ programme“Law sciences” corresponds to the necessary demands and standards and provides to the graduates with the necessary knowledge and skills in the accordant field.

At the end it would be necessary to notice that BRI, in which settings the programme is being realised, with it’s wide and growing library and coolege is not only the structure of the education, but the institute also is becoming the object of attraction for many young people and also the significant factor in the culture environment of Latvia.

ASSESSMENT REVIEW

BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE (BRI) EDUCATION PROGRAM OF HIGHER LEGAL STUDIES.

SUBJECT: LAW/ JURISPRUDENCE CONTENTS, SCOPE AND ESSENCE.

1.    The following assessment review has been made during comparative education program analysis at BRI and Kopenhagen University Law faculty (CULF):

In a certain sharp contradictions to corresponding CULF education program, BRI law studies program has devoted considerable academic/lecturing time to "background" subjects, such as national (Latvian) language, as well as foreign language-mostly English, Logic and Rhethoric studies, history and theory of law, etc. which are not at all so profoundly covered at CULF. These are, at the same time, several BRI law studies subjects which could be distinguished from corresponding CULF program only by the title, although being almost identical in contents and essense to CULF programs, eg. "Political science" in BRI and "Political Institutions" in CULF.

General program assessment in both BRI and CULF has shown a rate of 70-75% commensurate "matching" on both law program's contents and ammount of academic law subject hours. It should be specifically mentioned a prevailing trends in BRI's program on history, theory and other "background" legal subjects/themes in modem legal regulation analysis.

2.    A detailed subject-matter analysis and personal review of legal profession education essence and structure, as well as personal contacts with the BRI administration and management  staff, (within the period of March 30th - April 9th, 1999) has provided with a solid background judgemant that BRI's educational and legal lecturing program within the title subject "Law and Jurisprudence" can be regarded as adequate to contemporary level and standards of highest level professional education in, eg. European Union countries.

Comparing the curriculums of two higher educational institutions usually can be accepted as correct, if these very educational institutions can be compared according to their real position in the state's education system, but the faculties – according to their structure, amount of students and other parametrs.

Taking into account these conditions, the plans of BRI and KU Faculties of law have been compared. To compare the teaching plan of BRI faculty of law with the teaching plan of Oxford University faculty of law would be more difficult because of great structure differences. In some cases teaching disciplines in KU cover some of the disciplines in BRI studies programme.

Teaching disciplines which are related (according to Latvian classification) to the group"A", in KU teaching plan are reflected in about 85% extent. Both – the names of the subjects and also the content fit in 17 subjects from 20.

In other teaching disciplines, such as "Mathematics" , "Precedents", "French civil rights" , it is necessary to take into account the differences between teaching the law sciences in Anglo-Saxons and European continental systems. The Latvian   legislation system belongs to the latest. These differences have been taken into account in terminology and also in the names of the subjects. For example, teaching discipline "French civil rights", to which learning is planned a big amount of contact – lessons(336) actually has to be understood as extensive analysis and studies about the European legislation's civil rights system. In this way this course can be compared with the BRI cycle of civil rights disciplines ("The general part of civil rights",  " Commitment rights", "Inheritance rights","Family rights", "Intellectual property rights").

In the agreggate, for learning these disciplines in BRI 320 lessons are planned, which is almost the same as an analogical indice in KU – 336 lessons.

In BRI there is no such discipline as "Mathematics" and this is conpensated with the teaching discipline "Logics" because these both subjects strengthen the logical thinking.

Taking into account that in Latvian legislation prevail rights, not the "Precedent", in BRI faculty of law teaching plans such discipline as "Precedents" is not included.

Summary

Comparing the programs of BRI and KU faculties of law allows to make the following conclusions:

1. In KU and BRI faculties of law is almost absolute concurrence in subjects, which belongs to generalhumanitary and professional group of disciplines ( the discipline block "A" according to the Latvian classification).The same can be mentioned about the special teaching disciplines.

2. The ascertained differences in teaching plans can be explained with the difference between Latvian and Great Britain legislation systems.

3. In case, if BRI higher professional education studies' programme is learned successfully, the students acquire the knowledge, which is close to the standards of the education in the EU higher educational institutions .

While comparing BRI and Copenhagen Business School educational plans of the Law Faculty, it is necessary take into attention West-European specific of studies in higher educational institutions – preparation for working in State organs and business structures continues separately.

Educational program for Law Faculty of this Denmark higher school is assumed for 3 years. It is completed with gaining of degree on selected specialty. Therefore in the educational plans, in contradiction with BRI educational plan, the considerable part is dedicated to social sciences, which are connecting Economic and Law.

Despite that BRI prepares professional of much wider profile, results of comparison demonstrate the coincidence of many Denmark higher school’s educational courses with the educational courses in BRI educational program.

For block of Civil Law sciences assimilation in BRI educational plan more hours are planned. Were analyzed the correspondent courses annotations, for example Copenhagen Business School, Faculty of Law course “Contract Law” is possible to compare with BRI “Roman Law”, because the first one is started with Gai “Institutions” and Iustinean’s “Digests”.

It is necessary to note that Copenhagen Business School educational program does not suppose general educational courses, as well as the many others, which at BRI are considered as mandatory. Without them in Denmark higher school majority of educational courses, connected with Criminal Law, are not planned.

RESUME:

Copenhagen Business School and BRI Faculty of Law educational program comparison give the possibility to conclude:

1. Copenhagen Business School Faculty of Law educational plan is completely correspondent with BRI educational programs.

2. The result of Denmark higher school graduation is receipt of Bachelor degree, however, as BRI educational plans are containing more courses, assimilated by BRI students’ knowledge is correspondent to Bachelor degree standards and to the level of higher professional education.

3. If BRI higher professional educational program is successfully assimilated than student receives the knowledge, which corresponds to EU higher schools’ educational programs.

DESCRIPTION OF HIGHER PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM “LAW STUDIES”.

Higher professional educational program of “Law studies” specialty is supposed for studies during 9 semesters, includes 70 educational disciplines and 3 stages of practice. The program is assumed for preparation of highly professional lawyers, who will be able to apply the gained knowledge working as in LR State institutions, as in private commercial structures.

Point that in preparation of lawyers in not supposed the narrow specialization is correspondent with present market conditions in Latvia and increases possibilities of graduates to find a job under the selected specialization.

The program is traditional and is based on experience of lawyer preparation and law courses studies in Latvian and foreign higher schools.

Educational program is divided into A, B and C part under the following system:

Part A courses – mandatory courses;

Part B courses – special courses and  selected courses;

Part C courses – courses of free selection.

After content the courses are divided into professional and special, general humanitarian, social and technical.

General humanitarian, social and technical courses make over 20% creditpoints of total creditpoints amount in studying of the program.

Professional and special educational courses correspondingly are differentiated after the traditional dividing of fields of law:

· Fundamental law disciplines, which gave the basic knowledge on concrete law course (Theory of Law, History of State and Law, Roman Civil Law etc.)

· Cycles of State Law, Civil Law disciplines, Civil Process courses.

· Cycle of Criminal Law and Process courses.

Cycle of International Law disciplines (International Private and Public Law, International Maritime Law, Private Maritime Law, EU Law etc.)

Within the studies of each cycle of courses students learn the basis of concrete field of law, further the detalization of gained knowledge and application of skills in practice takes place.

For example, in the beginning of Civil Law courses cycle mastering is the studying of Civil Law Common Part, further Latvian Contract Law, Law of Property, Family Law, Heritage Law and Law of Intellectual Property are learned.

Next stage consists of studying of courses, which are connected with Civil Law and which general part is based on its standards:  Financial Law, Housing Law, Banking legislation, regulation sphere of enterprise activity etc.

The similar principle of studies is applied in cycle of courses, which are connected with other field of law. Simultaneously the students gain knowledge about general regularities and possible tendencies of further Latvian Republic legislation development.

After higher professional educational program assimilation of  “Law Studies” specialty (supposed amount of learned creditpoints) the student becomes a highly qualified professional and is able to continue the studies in Magistracy.

THE ACTIVITY OF BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE CONSULTATIONS, INFORMATION AND ADVETISMENT 

CENTRE.

The centre of consultations, information and advertisment was founded in 1st july, year 1995 as the structure-unit of the institute.

The founding of the centre has following purposes:

1.

· organization of scientific, methodological and practical centre(laboratory) for the students' (oldest courses) specialization in some law and economics separate fields(disciplines) ;

· data base preparation and sistematization in the indicated fields;

· workout on perspective disciplines', which have been suggested to include in education programmes,  programms and methological suggestions;

· promotion of the students' pre-diploma practice accomplishing, preparation of the course papers, bachelor works and in perspective also the master works.

· organization of constantly functioning information service in the Institute for satisfying the inner and outer needs of students and other persons;

· legislation base, which is valid in the Latvian Republic, making,

· in pespective also the other countries' ;

· Institute's maintenance with the current juridical help;

· preparation of the basic and the most important documents 

· (Constitution, statutes and others)

· organization and realizing the advertisment work;

· organization and realizing the publishing activity;

· practical realizing of students and masters enrolment work; 

4.

· drawing in and using in the consultation services'market, which is developing in Latvia, the significant and not in the full amount requested Institute readers' staff  intellectual potencial.

In comparative short time of the exsisting, the Centre is has made the legislation base, which is valid in the Latvian Republic, also are made and regullarly supplemented dara bases in such fields as "Judical regulation of the enterprise activity", "Customs legislation", "Civil rights and civil process", "Intellectual proprietary right", "Dwelling legislation " and others. The pre-diploma practice of the four students from the department of law has been carried out, after the materials of the Centre  are writen 13 course papers and 4 diploma works. The course "Intellectual proprietary right" is read for the 4th course students, the teaching work finishes with the defending of the paper.Courses "International rights" and "Human rights" also are read for the 4th course students, the teaching work finishes with the test or examination in the proper course of lectures.

In the concrete time "The Centre" is developing and BRI supports financially the development and activity of  "The Centre".

In the field of the publishing activity is reached the understanding and are signed the aggreements about the publishing of 30 books and booklets, which are preparated by the lecturers of the Institute. One part of the editions allready is in production.

The Centre participated in the students enrolment work in the academic year 1998./99. and at the moment is preparing for the students enrolment work in the academic year 1999./2000.

In the indicated period has been formed and still is replenishing the library of the Centre. The Centre is provided with computer-technics and proper programmes, also with the necessary orgtechnology (copying machine, fax and others).

Have been preparated some conclusions by the experts, mostly about the concrete problems in the legislation and translation, authors of these are specialists from the Institute, who are performing as independent experts.

The Centre has participated in the workout on the Institute Statutes, which forming and acceptation is definited in the Latvian Republic legislation "On higher educational institutions".

Advertisment and informative issues, which describe the teaching in Baltic Russian Institute.

In  the exsisting time, while preparing and issuing the advertisment materials and informative issues, the own style and principles are formed, and its' purpose is to rouse the interest and to introduce the person with the teaching in the Institute, by giving believable, available and operative information.

The main informative issue of the Institute is published in the advertisment prospects. This principle: inserting the material in the advertisment prospects is constant, it is repeated each year during the campaign of the students enroling.

There are issued two tippical  advertisment prospects in the Institute: the general variant of the advertisment prospect and the advertisment prospect about each department seperately.

The general variant of the advertisment prospect introduces the school-leaver with the Institute. In this advertisment prospect is expounded the status of the Institute, basic purposes and directions of the activity, also all departments and specialities are enumerated.

Mostly the distribution of these advertisment prospects occurs by handing out the prospects in secondary schools and other educational institutions.

The Institute also issues advertisment prospects about the mastery. These are adressed to the persons who allready have the higher education(according to the old standard) or have the bachelor's diploma. In these advertisment prospects is given information about the departments and specialities, in which there is a possibility to study in mastery, also the theoretical bases of the teaching activity are described.

Advertisment prospects about the mastery are sent at request and distributed among the students of the Institute.

INFORMATION DAYS

IN THE BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE

Each year at spring in the institute begins the advertisement campaigne, which finishes only at the end of the summer. Allready in the month of february the chairman of the preparation department E.Kachane organizes the meeting of the studies' programmes leaders with the pupils from the oldest classes in secondary schools. The pupils get the stright and precise information about the specialities in BRI, about the course of the teaching process, the rules of the entering and so on. We consider that such meetings must have also the school leavers from the regional schools. Allready the 3rd year in succession about 30 secondary schools (with the Russian teaching language) in Latvia regions get the invitation to come to Riga to the information days. Guiding by the experience, that the interest of the pupils from the regions about the studies in BRI is really great, in this academical year we organize the information days in march, april and may.

The greater responsibility for the organization of the information days assumes the Students' Parliament . The students are responsible for the designing the stands, placing the advertisement materials, introducing with the BRI issued teaching appliances. The students of the institute, when introducing the school leavers with the premises of the teaching corps, gives the concrete information about the work of each structure unit. In this spring in the organizational work for the Information days very acctively participates the 1st course students of the faculty of economics, with the leader Ludmila Yevstigneeva.

By the beginning of the Information day, to the school leavers and their parents first of all turns the leaders of the institute – the rector V.Nikiforov and the chairman of the council S.Buka. Also there are the vice rectors, leaders of the studies' programmes, heads of the chairs  in the audithory. So the school leavers with the interested question can turn to any worker of the institute. After that usually is the introduction with the structure units of the institute, which occurs with the accompaniment by the students. At the end of the Information day the school leavers and the leaders of the studies' programmes accomodates in separate audithories for discussing the teaching plans for the concrete speciality, the organization of the teaching process and other connected questions.

The work of the advertisement campaigne does not finish with the Information days. It is continued at schools by meeting the school leavers, it is also continued in the means of mass communication.

Estimation of the percentage of the basic subjects (A), 

professional qualification(B) and chosen (C) subjects 

in the general academical education

The relation betwwen higher professional education studies’ programme “Law sciences” blocs A, B and C is the following:

The necessary amount of the credit points – 172, including:

· Block A 
- 144 cr.p. 
- 83,72%;

· Block B 
-   20 cr.p. 
- 11,63%;

· Block C 
-     8 cr.p. 
- 4,65%.

The apportionment of the credit points between the teaching disciplines, which forms the A,B and C blocks, is not casual, but is organnically connected with the tasks and purposes of the BRI higher professional education studies’ programme “Law sciences”.

The conception of the BRI higher professional education studies’ programme “Law sciences”, taking into account the condition of the Latvian work market, is directed to the wide profile lawyers preparation, who would be able to use the knowledge they have got, in the LR rights protecting institutions and municipalities as well as in private structures and also they would be able to occupy themselves with the private practice etc.

It means that in the block A are concentrated the fundamental disciplines of the State rights , Criminal law, Civil law and international cycles. Besides that, the students must be provided with the knowledge, so they could have the chance to continue the studies in the mastery.

Comparing with the rest of the teaching plan, the upon mentioned leads to the great density of the A block disciplines.

Block B contains large enough amount of specific disciplines, but, as for the bigest part of these subjects is alloted the restricted amount of the hours, this block gives only 20 credit points or 11,63%.

The relatively small block C, where are included freely chosen disciplines, is connected with the particuliarity of BRI, and it has the alternant character.Taking into account that some of the disciplines are allready popular in BRI, their amount and also the density in the closest future will probably grow.

The comparition of the length of the qualification work’s delivering

of theBaltic Russian institute studies’ programme “Law sciences” with the analogical EU states’ higher schools programmes (KEELE UNIVERSITY (England) and Copenhagen Higher Business school)

In the faculty of law the work out of the course and diploma works (according to the EU states terminology – course and diploma projects) is unalienable component of the accordant teaching programme.

The self - estimation of the Baltic Russian institute (BRI) higher professional education studies’ programme “ Law sciences” was done, by comparing it with the teaching programmes of the faculties of law from the KEELE University (England)  and Copenhagen Higher Business school.

In the settings of the BRI studies’ programme is envisaged to write the report in one of the law science disciplines in the 1st course (1 creditpoint), in the 2nd and 3rd courses is envisaged to write the course papers, one in each course,( the total amount is 8 credit points), but in the final stage of studies the diploma work must be writen and asserted (12 creditpoints).

The goal of the reports and course papers is not only the independent solving and analysis of the task, but also the additional professional preparation in the settings of the specialization.

The difficulties in the comparition of the course and diploma works’ delivering length with Great Britain and Denmark higher schools, creates the fact that for the delivering of the accordant work is given the different amount of the credit points. Also differs the amount of the time, which is given for delivering the course (project) work and diploma work. So in the KEELE University it is quite analogical, if compare with BRI.

In the faculty of law of the Copenhagen Higher Business school the density of the envisaged time for the projects’ delivering (after the 1st and 2nd courses) is considerably larger. But, taking into account, the arbitrary credit points’ system in Latvia, the conclusions can be made, that in BRI from the 9 semester teaching time for delivering the course and diploma works is alloted more time than in Denmark higher schools s – year bachelor preparation cycle. In the England higher school the delivering time of the projects (including the diploma project) exceeds (10%) the BRI alloted time for the delivering accordant works.

SUMMARY

Even if there are pretty big differences in the preparation of the specialists in the law sciences, BRI length of time for the course and diploma works’ preparation in general conforms with the analogical parametres of the higher schools of EU states .

Regulation about the  higher professional education and master degree assignation to the graduates of 

Baltic Russian Institute.

Rules of the higher professional education and master degree assignation.

1.1.The degree of higher professional education in the accordant science is alloted to the students who have performed the accordant preparation plan, have passed the public examinations and have asserted the diploma work.

1.2.The master degree in the accordant science is alloted to the students who have the respective education for the degree of higher professional education and who have performed the master’s preparation  teaching plan, also it can be alloted for independently done and in the session of the certifying comission asserted scientific researches.

The assignation of the higher professional education and master degree is assured by                          the dispensing the diploma which corresponds to the definite pattern.

1.3.The graduate of BRI, who has got the diploma about the higher professional education after the probation can be allowed to the working duties according to the preparation profile.

1.4.The graduate of BRI , who has got the master diploma, can be allowed to collaborate in a creative professional activity in the enterprises and institutions with accordant profile, also as assistants in higher educational institutions. He can also continue the studies with the purpose to get the doctorate.

1.5.The teaching plan for preparing the higher professional education is provided for four years and it includes the obligatory subjects as well as alternate subjects, the amount of those in each speciality is determined by the Senate, but it may not exceed  10% from the teaching time.

1.6.The audithories’ obligatory studiing load of the student may not exceed 30 hours in a week in the first three courses and 26 hours in the fourth course, not counting the physical culture.The total length ot the teaching is not longer than 128 weeks (32 weeks in a year).

1.7.The teaching plan for preparing the masters is provided according to the speciality for 1,5 – 2 years and includes the theoretical tution for 2 –3 semesters, which are united with research works and the final semester, when the magistrant finishes his researches, formats and asserts the master work.

1.8.The organization and process of the public examinations, the preparation, performance and asserting of the higher professional education and master works, implements the dean’s offices of the accordant faculties.

1.9.For the admission of the public examinations, assertion of the diploma and master works is formed the certifying commission, the content of which is avered by the rector.

1.10.For the successful work of the certifying commission the secrataires of the certifying commissions are infered, their duties include the forming of the protocols and resolutions, and control over the handed documents.

2. Certifying commission

2.1. The purpose of the certifying commission is to estimate the level of the knowledge of the higher professional education and master degree pretender according to the salient demands.

2.2. The certifying commission in each speciality is avered in the content of the certifying commission’s chairman and 3 – 4 members.

As the chairman of the certifying commission is avered the leading scientist, who has not lead the lessons to the students and  master candidates in the accordant course.

The members of the certifying commission can became the institute’s leading professors and assistant professors, specialists of the Latvian education and science, specialists – practicians in the accordant field.

The procuration of the certifying commission lasts for 12 months from the day when it is avered with the injunction.

The working terms of the certifying commission are announced not later than one month before the beginning of it’s work.

2.3. The admission of the public examinations and assertion of the diploma works and master works occcurs in the open session of the certifying commission with the participation of the chairman and at least the half of the members.

According to the discussion’s results the certifying commission in the closed session by the voting by the show of hands with the ordinary majority of the votes takes a decision “To allot or not the degree of the higher profesional education or the master degree” . If there occurs equal amount of the votes, the vote of the chairman of the certifying commission is the conclusive.

The decision of the certifying commission is traced into the individual protocol and is announced at the end of the working day.The protocol of the certifying commission must be signed by the chairman and all the members of the certifying commission. The member of the commission who does not agree with with the taken decision, has the rights to add to the protocol a motivate special opinion, on which a note in the protocol is done. This is taken into account when taking the decision about the alloting the academical degree.

In the case of the negative decisionthe pretender can submit the work, which has to be revised and replenished, for the recurrant assertion in the terms when the Senate has avered it. To the pretender who has not asserted the master work, the institute gives the inquest which corresponds to the definite pattern.

The appeal in a writen way is adressed to the chairman of the certifying commission and it is reviewed in the certifying commission  only in the day of the examination or assertion of the work in the presence of the person who has handed the appeal.

3.The organization of the public examinations’ transacting, diploma and master works’ preparation and assertion. 

3.1. The public examinations happens according to the avered programmes of the Teaching Council. If there is a necessity, The programmes of the examinations are comformed with the Latvian Republic Ministry of Education and science.

The programme of the accordant course must be introduced not later than three months before it’s beginning.

3.2. The themes for the diploma works and master works are developed by the leading professors and assistant professors, students and masters gets acquainted with them not later than six months before the beginning of the workout.

The structure and amount of the work, and the quality of the workout determines the Teaching Council.

3.3. The corroboration of the themes for the diploma works and master works, and scientific leaders and consultants of the work occurs on the bases of the personal application from the pretender and the order of the institute.

3.4.The scientific leaders of the diploma works and master works manages the methodical supply, the control over the works, organize its’ consideration and give the permission to assert the work.

3.5. For the developing the diploma works and master works in the teaching plan must be envisaged not less than 8 weeks from the studies’ time.

3.6. Not later than a month before the work asserting, the dean denotes the reviewer for each diploma work and master work. The teacher who has lead the work, is not allowed to be the reviewer.

3.7. The diploma work or the master work must be handed to the reviewer completelly formated not later than a week before the asserting, so the author is able at least before three days until the asserting to get acquainted with the writen reference from the reviewer.

The review must be writen on a special order-form. The fact that the author has been introduced with the review he must assure with his signature.

3.8. For asserting the diploma work or master work, it is obligatory to hand in the certifying commission the following:

3.8.1. For the diploma work

· Inquest from the teaching department about the performance of the teaching plan;

· Diploma work;

· Reference from the scientific leader;

· Review.

3.8.2. For the master work

· Master work

· Review

In both cases it is advisable to add also the ilustrative materials.

3.9. When transacting the public examinations, the examinee shows the person attestant document (passport, student’s identity card, student’s record book), gets the examination paper and the special paper for the anwer’s preparation. In the time of the anwer’s preparation it is allowed to use the specific reference literature. The commission determines the time for the anwer’s preparation.

In the oral examination  the examinee answers to the questions from the examination paper and answers to the questions of the commission members.

In the practical examination the examinee hands to the commission the answers to the questions from the examination paper or task in the writen way.

The asserting the diploma work or master work is in the discussional way, in the beginning the author gives a report on his work, in which are included the foundation of the chosen theme’s theoretical and practical actuallity; then he answers to the commission and session members’ questions, and to the admonitions of the scientific leader and reviewer of the work. The asked questions can comprise all the teaching programme.

4. To the persons who have successfully asserted the diploma work and passed the public examinations, on the ground of the certifying commission’s decision with the order from the rector the qualification about the higher profesional education is alloted and the diploma which corresponds to the definite pattern is dispensed.

To the the persons who have successfully asserted the master work, , on the ground of the certifying commission’s decision with the order from the rector the degree of the master in sciences is alloted and the diploma which corresponds to the definite pattern is dispensed.

The inscriptions in the diplomas are in three languages (Latvian, Russian, English) according to avered text, writen with a hand, by using the black ink, or the laserprinter. Coorections, cancels, erasures are not allowed to be in the diplomas.

The order forms of the deteriorated diplomas according to the act of the special commision in two weeks after the accordant commission has finished it’s work are amortized and destroyed.

5. The dispensation of the diplomas together with the results’ list ocuurs in ceremonial conditions not later than five days after the extradition of the order about the alloting of the accordant academical degree.

6. The account of the dispensated diplomas and duplicates is carried out in special magazines, which are kept in the dean’s offices.
The inscriptions are made according to the consecution of the years. The reception of the diploma is avered with the signature of he graduate.

The registration magazines are kept as the documents of the strong account.

7. In the case the diploma gets lost, with the order from a rctor, the duplicate is  dispensated.


To get the duplicate, the graduate must hand an application which is adressed to the rector. In that he indicates the circumstances of loosing the diploma, the faculty, the speciality and the year when the institute has been finished. If the decision of the rector is positive, the graduete gets a new diploma, where on the second page upon the name “Diploma” is writen the name “Duplicate”.

8. Each graduate has his personal file, in which are included: the protocol of the commission’s session,  reference from the scientific leader, review, results’ list, the copy from the second and third page of the diploma.

9. Documents about the asserting the diploma works and master works are kept in the personal file of the graduate:

· The magazin of the higher professional education diplomas’  accounting – permanently;

· The magazin of the master diplomas’ accounting - permanently;

· Acts about the amortizing of the deteriorated diplomas – 5 years;

· Diploma works – 5 years;

· Master works – 5 years;

After the end of the determinated saving time, the documents after the composition of the act, are destoyed by burning or elaboration.

10.
The regulation about the about the  higher professional education and master degree assignation in BRI accepts and changes the Senate of BRI.

BRI place in the Latvian Republic system of higher education.

From the moment the BRI was founded /1992./ until now the education in the Institute acquire the following cathegories of the participants:

1. Citizens ol Latvian Republic and Baltic states.

2. Russian speaking permament inhabitants of Latvian Republic. They study  In BRI, most of the cases, because of the considerably higher tution fee in Russia private schools /more than 2.5 times/.

3. Children of the foreign states citizens, who are working for some time in Latvian Republic, in the foreign states' embassies, agencies and enterprises.

The given content of the participants testfies that BRI has a specific place in the Latvian educational institutions' system . There is a reason to assume that also in the future /5 – 7 years/ the indicated cathegories of youth will be a potencial contingent in BRI.

BRI in the Latvian Republic system of higher education.

The history of Russian higher educational institutions in Latvia.

University Knowledge Russian Institute.

/Brivibas street 38/

For persons, who do not have the possibility to study in Latvian or foreign universities, prof. Abrazin had created the Russian University courses, which continued their scientific work with a support from the Academic Society, which was renamed, according to the new confirmed Statutes, as University Knowledge Russian Institute.

The students of the institute can be the ones who had finished the secondary school course. The institute consists from the law, history-philosophy /4 year course/ and commercial-economical /three year course/ departments with the programme from the Latvian University. The reading of the lectures is in Russian. Teaching department of the institute is under the authority of professors and lecturers, but economy section – under the authority of allready named Academic Society. Betveen the lecturers are many professors from the Latvian Univesity.

Government's Russian pedagogical courses.

Government's Russian pedagogical courses were founded in Riga for the preparing Russian lecturers for the work in Russian schools in Latvia. The academical year started in September the 1st and finished in June the 1st . The teaching language – Russian. Courses are controled by Pedagogical Council, in which are included the principal, all lecturers of the courses and teachers. In the courses  after the competition on the matriculation sertificates can be received persons of both sexes, Russian nationality Latvia citizens, who have finished the full course in Russian secondary school in Latvia. The amount of the listeners in each course is 30 /20 from them from Latgale and 10 from Riga and Libava/.The tution fee for the courses is 20Ls,which are paid each half of the year. Persons whose providing is poor can be set free from paying the tution fee. Indigent listeners have a possibility to get a stipendiums and benefits. The ones who had finished full teaching course /two years/ get the certificates, and basing on them, the Ministry of Education (Russian section) issues the certificates with the right to teach in the full Russian elementary and addition schools in Latvia.

The Baltic Russian Institute constitution.

1. General regulations.

1.1. The Baltic Russian Institute is a higher educational institution, the institution of education, science and culture.  It presents a creative cooperation of professors, teachers, collaborators and students, with a goal of perceiving the Truth, confirming the Goodness and justice for the welfare of the individual, Motherland and mankind.  The baltic Russian institute abbreviation is BRI.

Its name in other languages is:

· BALTIJAS KRIEVU INSTITUTS (Latvian)

· БАЛТИЙСКИЙ РУССКИЙ ИНСТИТУТ (Russian)

· BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE (English)

· BALTISCH RUSSISCHES INSTITUT (German)

1.2. The BRI has the status of a public, independent, self-governing, academic and professional higher education institution, BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE, was established in accordance with the Latvian republic legistlation as a non profitable organization “Baltic Russian Institute”.  (The constitutor).  The BRI competence is established by the Constitution, ratified by Latvian Republic Ministry.  The BRI acts in accordance with the present Constitution, Latvian Republic laws and international agreements between higher educational institutions.

1.3. The BRI is a juridical individual, with its own crest, emblem and other attributes.

 The BRI juridical address is:

 LV-1073, the Latvian republic, Riga; 3, Piedrujas Street.

The day BRI was founded – the 8th October.

This day is considered to be the institute holiday.

2. Goals, purposes and fundamental principles of activity.

2.1. The main purpose of the BRI is to give academic education to students and (or) vocational training in accordance with modern international requirements in the humanities and social sciences.

2.2. The obtaining of academic education in the BRI has provided the realization of appropriate educational programs to obtain an academic bachelor`s degree, master`s degree, and also carrying out scientific research, to obtain an academic degree.

 Professional training provides professional programs realization and confirmation  of corresponding qualification.  Obtaining academic degrees, professional   qualification and a master`s degree is the main juridical fixed (formal) goal of education and scientific research work at the BRI.

2.3. The main directions of the BRI activities are:

· educational process organization;

· scientific research work, consultative activity;

· social-economic and other applied programs elaboration and realization;

· elaboration and introduction of new technologies;

· publishing activity, polygraphy and advertisiment;

· scientific, cultural and educational arrangements organization;

· stimulation of social and creative activity of youth;

· development of Russian culture among Russian people living in Latvia;

· development of the process of integration between different national and ethnic groups in the Republic of Latvia;

· using and attracting of international experience for solving national relationship problems;

· development of international relationship and cooperation in educational, scientific and cultural spheres;

· other activities, permitted by Latvian Republic legislation;

2.4. The BRI achieves its aims and purposes, which are based on the following principles:

· freedom in obtaining knowledge, education, academic and scientific work;

· free choice in learning subjects and content of scientific work methods;

· expression (publishing) without censoring scientific point of view and researches results, if such freedom do not contradict ethical standarts, other persons rights or Latvian Republic legislation;

· indivisibility of scientific and educational work;

· connection between educational and scientific work needs and requirements of the society, connection with the highest achievments of civilization and world humanitarian traditions.

2.5. The BRI gives an opportunity to get an academic education and vocational training for any person regardless of sex, social and property relations, race and national belonging, political points of view and religious beliefs, occupation and residence.  Any representative of the society in accordance to his knowledge, capasity for work and skills has the right to become a worker or a student of the BRI without any discrimination.

3. The competence and kinds of activities.

3.1. In accordance with its goals and purposes, the BRI:

· determines on its own the content and educational process forms, Entrance rules for students, main directions of the BRI scientific work;

· give qualifications and appropriate diplomas and the BRI certificates, in accordance with Latvian Republic legislation.

3.2. In accordance with educational and scientific work, the BRI has the right:

· to organize public courses and lectures, hold congresses, conferences and other, and establish companies;

· to take part in national and international funds, and to organize its own funds;

· make contracts with other educational institutions of Latvian Republic and foreign countries.

3.3. The BRI determines its organizational and administrative structure, forms the staff, determines salaries (not less than fixed in Latvian Republic legislation).

3.4. The BRI determines the institute regulations, taking into consideration traditional, international inviolability of premises and territories of higher educational institutions.

4. The BRI authorities.

4.1. The BRI representative and leading leodies are:

· Academic meeting;

· Senate;

· Rector;

· Inspection committee;

· Court of arbitration;

4.2. The Academic meeting is a representative body, represented by BRI regular staff.

The Academic meeting is elected for 3 years by ballot and consists of: Constitutor Board members, professors and other academic staff (not less than 60%), students (not less than 10%) and management, executive and auxiliary personnel.

4.3. Academic meeting:

· takes and makes alterations in BRI Constitution;

· elects BRI Senate, ratifies the regulations about BRI Senate and makes alterations in it;

· elects Rector and makes proposals about its recall;

· listens to Rector`s reports;

· elects Inspection Committee and Court of arbitration;

· ratifies the regulations about Senate, Inspection Committee, and Court of arbitration.

Academic meeting also has a responsibility to take into consideration and making resolutions about other conceptual problems, concerning academic and scientific work and BRI development.

Academic meeting elects the chair-man, his assistant and a secretary.

If elected representatives break off labour (educational) relations with the BRI, the other representatives are elected to Academic meeting from appropriate personnel group in 3 months time.

The Academic meeting is called by the Rector or the Senate in a minimmum of 1 year time.

4.4. The BRI Senate is a collective leadership body for BRI personnel.  Regulations about its activity are ratified by Academic meeting.  The BRI rector is a Senate Chairman, according to his post.

       Pro-rectors are members with full power in the BRI Senate and have the vote.

The BRI Senate is selected in accordance with the Law concerning higher educational institutions for 3 years.  The BRI Senate: 

1) elects 

· The BRI Senate Secretary;

· deans;

· faculty directors;

· Consultative Convention;

· Honourable Doctors and Honourable BRI members;

2) ratifies:

· pro-rectors, and also independent establishments managers, according to rector`s presentation;

· functional and service staff structural groups;

· BRI budget structure and using its capital according to limits, determined by the Constitutor;

3) makes decisions:

· about academic and scientific works, which have importance for the BRI;

· about the making of the re-organization and the liquidation of the departments, faculties and other structural units (schools, centres, etc.);

· about calling of an Academic meeting.

4.5. Rector carries out administrative BRI leadership and represents institute without special powers.  Rector is elected during BRI Academic meeting and confirmed by Constitutor general meeting for 5 years and not more than 2 times in succession.

Elected BRI rector is confirmed in accordance with Latvian Republic legislation.

Rector
`s recall can be proposed by Senate, consultative Convention, or Constitutor, if not less than 2/3 of their staff voted for rectors recall.

It`s necessary to have more than 50% of votes for rector`s recall.

50% are counted from the total number of BRI Academic meeting representative votes.

The BRI rector is responsible for:

1. fulfilment of requirements of the law about higher educational institutions and other legislative acts;

2. BRI financial activity;

3. the accordance of the documents, connected with educational process to the quality of education;

4. the accordance of BRI activity to the BRI Constitution.

4.6. Inspection Committee is elected by Academic meeting from professorial staff and assistant professors for 3 years (3 persons).

Inspection committee inspects economic and financial situations in the BRI and reports to the Constitutor Board and BRI Senate 1 time a year. 

Inspection Committee, according its own initiative, may apply appropriate specialists for inspections.

4.7. Court of arbitration is elected by Academic meeting by ballot from the members of academic staff, consisting of a total of 3 persons for 3 years.  Court of arbitration examines arguments between BRI officials, and also between management bodoes, students and academic staff reports about limitations and violations of BRI Constitution.

Court of arbitration members for their activity are responsible to the Academic meeting and may be relieved on their post only with its consent.

5. Personnel.

5.1. BRI personnel makes:

· part of the regular personnel;

· part of the temporary personnel.

5.2. Regular personnel of BRI are:

· students, individuals, who are working toward master`s and doctor`s degrees;

· academic staff: professors, assocoate professors, assistant professors, lecturers, assistants, leading investigators, investigators, for whom the BRI is a regular working place;

· management, executive and auxilary personnel, for whom the BRI is a regular working place.

5.3. Temporary BRI personnel:

· those, who study as external students and pass examinations without attending lecturers;

· academic staff, who is given assignment without election, for whom the BRI isn`t a regular working place;

· management, executive and auxilary personnel, for whom the BRI isn`t a regular working place;

· academic management, executive and auxilary personnel – pensioners.

5.4. Students and individuals, who are working toward master`s and doctor`s degrees in the BRI, as a part of personnel, who uses the opportunities to study, given by the BRI, and whose main occupation is studies in the BRI.

5.5. The BRI offers students specific academic programs BRI studeats are able to:

· get academic education – a bachelor`s degree and master`s degree and (or) to get vocational education;

· use rooms, laboratories, library, equipment or devices, belonging to the BRI, according to the manner, established by the BRI Senate for carrying out actions, specified in the paragraph of the Constitution;

· to suspend and resume education, according to Senate regulations;

· to choose educational programs, directions, professorial staff and teachers;

· to elect and to be elected into the student self-government, co-operate in managerial staff and authorities of all levels at the BRI;

· to rganize companies, societies, clubs, etc.

5.6. It`s possible for anyone to study at the BRI, who:

· has obtained a secondary education, suitable for BRI requirements, in order to prepare for a bachelor`s degree;

· has obtained a bachelor`s degree, in order to prepare for a master`s degree;

· has obtained a master`s degree, in order to prepare for a doctor`s degree;

· entrance rules and regulations are ratified by the BRI Senate in the accordance with the educational law;

· can pretend to get vocational education in the accordance with Latvian Republic legislation.

5.7. The education in the BRI is paid.  The manner and amount of payment for education is confirmed by the BRI Senate in agreement with the constitutor.

5.8. BRI Academic staff-professorial staff and teachers, scientists – fultils pedagogical work and scientific researches.  In cooperation with specialists of proper fields it works out the content and educational programs forms, organizes the fulfilment of educational programs.  The educational programs are confirmed by the BRI Senate.

5.9. BRI Academic posts:

· for professorial staff and teachers-professor, associated professor, assistant professor, lecturer, assistant;

· for scientist-professor, leading researches, researcher, assistant.

5.10. BRI personnel is able to take part in discussions about making decisions, concerning management and leadership, and also to use all organizing BRI units in order, determined by internal activity of the BRI.

The right to elect and to be elected in leading bodies and management is  possessed by regular personnel members.

Tasks for BRI personnel must be fulfilled, so BRI could successfully achieve the goal and fulfil the tasks in a high quality, manner, keeping the rules of its activity (the tasks, set up by this Constitution section).

5.11. BRI personnel bears the responsibility for fulfilling its own duties.  The order of revealing penalties and punishment measures for non-compliance of regulations and duties is set up by BRI Senate according to present legislations.

5.12. BRI administration takes care of work conditions for the personnel, of their health and relaxation, ensures conditions for professional activity, gives the opportunity for developing personal qualifications as well as developing qualifications in new fields.

6. Students self-governing.

6.1. Undergraduate and post-graduate students at BRI have a united self-governing – Student parliament.  The parliament works according to the Clause, which is organized by the students, undergraduate and postgraduate students and ratified by BRI Senate.  Senate may refuse in ratification of clause concerning student parliament only accordyng to the juridical point of view.

6.2. BRI student parliament:

· presents undergraduate and post-graduate students in BRI in all matters, concerning student life;

· protects and presents their interests in academic financial and cultural life of BRI and other state and executive institutions;

· determines the regulations for students and persons, working for masters degree elections to the Academy meeting and BRI Senate.

6.3. BRI Students parliament decisions are equally binding for all student (undergraduate  and post-graduate student) after ratification these decisions by BRI Senate.

6.4. Students in BRI Senate have the right to a veto in all matters, concerning students interests (undergraduate and post-graduate students).  After using a veto, the matter is considered by the conciliatory committee within 2 weeks.  The committee is organized by BRI senate according to the parity principle.  The decision made by the committee, is ratified by BRI senate according to qualifying majority of votes (2/3 of the Body).

6.5. The Students parliament, societes, clubs and other BRI units participation in self-governing of the students is determined by the Clause, relating to BRI students parliament.

6.6. BRI leadership supports Students parliament activity.  Student government is able to demand and to get information and interpretation from plenipotentiaries of any BRI structural unit, concerning all matters, infrining on students interests.

6.7. The present Constitution guarantees to student government representatives that thay have the right to take part in leadership and presentative bodies of BRI at all levels, and levels, and also the right to partake as observes in tests and examinations, according to the present Constitution.

7. Department, laboratory, faculty.

7.1. A department is the main educational and research work of BRI unit.  It creates, organizes and offers educational programmes and does scientific researches in one of the science fields.

Departments are set up, according to the BRI Senate resolution by faculty or one of the profesor`s presentations.

Department activity is led and directed by academic staff meeting of the department.  It`s able on its own to make decisions of all matters, concerning academic and scientific activity, which are not given to BRI Senate for making resolutions, according to the present Constitution.  Academic staff meeting, consisting of profesors and assistant professors, nominates department director for election.  Department director is elected by the BRI Senate.

Department director is an official representative of the department in all its matters.

The department is competent to make decisions on its own in all academic and scientific work matters, which are not given to the BRI Senate, according to this Constitution.

Within the jurisdiction of the department some structural units may be set up.

Department activity is regulated by the clause, ratified by the BRI Senate.

7.2. Faculty is an organizing structural unit of the BRI, united departments and laboratories of the specific field.  If sets up and coordinates appropriate educational programmes for againing professional training and academic education (academics degree), and also coordinates scientific research faculty programmes.  It provides necessary conditions for departments activity and other structural unit activities.  Faculty activity is led by the faculty dean.

7.3. Laboratories are set up and work according to the principles, determined by present unit of the Constitution, concerning departments.  

The clause, concerning the independent scientific research laboratory is ratified by the BRI Senate.

8. Property, finance and economic activity.

8.1. The BRI may possess land, movable property and real estate, intellectual property, and also financial capital in Latvia and foreign countries, which is given to the institute by the Constitutor.

The BRI is responsible to the Constitutor for property, financial capital and other capital given to them.  The order of assignation and property management is determined by general meeting of nonprofitable organization “The Baltic Russian Institute”.

8.2. The BRI financing is done by the Constitutor.

8.3. The BRI budget income is formed by:

· capital, given by the Constitutor;

· income, which is obtained for paid education of students and education after getting diplomas and specialists re-qualification;

· Latvian Republic State budget capital and other countries capital, which is given by the governement for special purpose financing;

· income from sacientific contractual works;

· income from economic or business activities;

· donations, gifts, made by juridical or private people (including donations and gifts, which are only for special purposes);

· income from other sources, which are legal and in accordance with the Latvian Republic legislation.

8.4. The BRI budget is ratified by the Constitutor Administration.  The forming of the BRI budget structure is determined by the BRI Senate, and it` fulfilment is under control of the Inspection committee.

Some of structural BRI units budget is entered with the BRI budget as an independent part.

8.5. The Director fills out reports, concerning budget fulfilment to Senate and Constitutor Administration.

8.6. The BRI has the right, according to the legal acts and decisions, made by the Constitutor, to do the following actions in the Latvian Republic and foreign countries:

· open branches departments and offices that represent their interests;

· fill uot contracts with juridical and private people and also do some other juridical actions, annoucing competitions, buy and sell movable property,real estate, different sorts of property, valuable documents according to the manner, determined by legislation;

· carry out economic and business activities, according to the goals and purposes of the BRI.  The income, received from this activity, is to be put into the BRI budget for the institute development and covering maintenance costs;

· obtain and use credits, donations, gifts from Latvian banks and foreign countries, other credit institutions, and also organizations and private people.

8.7. The BRI has the right to use privileges and advantages, set up by law for higher educational institutions and scientific institutions, when it pays taxes move property throught the boarder and for other things.

The BRI has other rights and privileges, given by the present Latvian Republic legislation.

9. The order of Constitution adoption and changing.

9.1. The BRI constitution can be adopted and changed only in the BRI Academic meeting.

9.2. The BRI constitution and changes come into affect according to Latvian Republic legislation.

10. Institute re-organization and liquidation.

10.1. The decision about re-organization and the BRI liquidation is adopted by the constitutors general meeting.

The BRI Constitution was adopted by the Academic meeting of the BRI on the 14th February 1996.

STATUTE ( SATVERSME) 

OF THE STUDENTS PARLIAMENT OF BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE.

1. Common regulations.

1.1 The Students’ Parliament of Baltic Russian Institute (further in the text – the SP of BRI) is a self-government institution of students from full-time and part-time departments, masters and doctorates (further in the text –Students) of BRI.

1.2  The SP of  BRI as a public organization, realizes its activity in accordance with the Latvian Republic legislation and Satversme of BRI.

1.3  The SP of  BRI is a juridical person with its own symbolic, circular seal, current accounts and other attributes.  the SP of  BRI assumes the right of legislative body from the moment of its register in the Ministry of Justice of Latvian Republic.

1.4 The full official name of  the SP of  BRI : 

1.4.1 In Latvian – Baltijas Krievu Institūta Studentu Parlaments

1.4.2 In English – The Students Parliament of Baltic Russian Institute

1.4.3 In German – Das Studenten – Parliamnet Des Baltich-Russischen Institutes

1.4.4 In Russian – Студенческий парламент Балтийского Русского Института.

1.5 Address: 3 Piedrujas street, Riga, Latvija, LV 1073.

2. Purposes and directions of the Students’ Parliament activity.

2.1 The purpose of  the SP of  BRI is to consolidate Students, academic and administrative personnel of BRI to improve quality of education, the level of academic activity, to enhance the prestige of the BRI  and to organize the cultural life for the Students of BRI.

2.2.1 representation and defense the interests of the Students of BRI in their academic, material and cultural life in BRI, as well as in the state organizations, self-government and other institutions.

2.2.2. represent the Students of BRI in Latvia and abroad.

2.2.3. participation in scientific-research work under competent direction of the instructors of BRI and other high educational institutions.

2.2.4. carrying out different kinds of students’ conferences, seminars, competitions, and exhibitions.

3. The Structure of the Students’ Parliament.

3.1 The Structure of  the SP of  BRI includes: 

3.1.1. the  SP  Duma;

3.1.2. the president, the vice-president and the secretary of the SP;

3.1.3. an inspection committee;

3.1.4. working commissions and other formations (student clubs, societies and etc.)

3.2. The highest representative body of  the SP of  BRI is the meeting of  the SP. Every academic student group must be represented at this meeting by its representative.

Exclusive competence of the SP includes:

3.2.1. adoption of the “Satversme” of the Students Parliament of Baltic Russian Institute and introduction of amendments into it.

3.2.2. acceptation of symbols and attributes of the SP.

3.2.3. election of a President, a vice-president and a secretary the SP;

3.2.4. election of the  SP  Duma;

3.2.5 election of the  inspection committee and approval of its regulations;

3.2.6. election of the Students’ representatives into different collegiate institutions;

3.2.7. to create working committees and other formations (students’ societies and  clubs) and approve their regulations;

3.2.8. to decide the matters connected with academic, material and cultural life of the Students;

3.2.9. discussion and acceptance of the budget of  the SP of  BRI;

3.2.10. decision of the problems connected with transactions and the SP property;

3.2.11. to accept the decision of the SP reorganization and liquidation;

3.3 The executive organ of the Students’ Parliament is the SP  Duma, consisting of 5 members. 

Competence of the SP  Duma includes:

3.3.1. calling of a meeting of the SP and ensuring its work;

3.3.2. preparing questions and offers for discussion;

3.3.3. providing the Students information about the decisions of all organs of BRI with the help of the group representatives.

3.3.4. fulfillment of all decisions of the SP  and other BRIš organs concerned the students;

3.3.5. working out the budget for  the SP of  BRI.

3.4 The President directs the activity of  the SP of  BRI in accordance with the present Satversme and with the decisions of  the SP. The President represents  the SP of  BRI in all relations with legislative bodies and individuals without any special powers.

The Presidents rights and duties:

3.4.1. to conduct the meetings of   the SP and its Duma;

3.4.2. summon the  SP Duma and  the SP;

3.4.3. to represent the Students in different collegiate organs of BRI;

3.4.4. to coordinate the activity of all structural frames of  the SP of  BRI and cooperation with other students and partners organizations;

3.4.5. control realization of the decisions carried out by  the  SP;

3.4.6. to charge any member of the SP of BRI in deciding different concrete problems;

3.4.7. organize enterprises and other economic activity, take care of the SP property in accordance with the legislation of Latvian Republic, the given “Satversme” and decisions of the SP;

3.5 The vice-president is the assistant president and may charge president’s duties in case the president can’t perform his functions.

3.6 The secretary records the proceedings and other documentation.

3.7 An inspection committee revises financial activity once a quarter and not rarely than once a year revises the financial work of the SP of BRI.

3.8 Working committees and other formations are created to work in concrete directions.

4. The Students’ Parliament rights and duties.

4.1 The members of the Students’ Parliament are the Students of BRI independently of sex, race, nationality, citizenship, political views and religiousness, social status, kind of business and place of residence, of the full legal age, who don’t have academic debts in the Institute and are authorized by their academic group.

4.2 A member of the SP of BRI has the right:

4.2.1. to take part in arrangements organized by the SP;

4.2.2. to elect and to be elected into different collegiate institutions of the SP and BRI;

4.2.3. to attend the sittings of all organs of the SP;

4.2.4. to get information about the SP’s activity;

4.2.5. to bring forward offers and ideas about arrangements within the bounds of the SP’s activity.

4.3 A member of the SP is obliged:
4.3.1. to keep strictly to the “Satversme” and the decisions of all the SP’s organs;

4.3.2. to attend and to take part in all obligatory arrangements of the SP;

4.3.3. to discharge undertaken obligations in accordance with separate agreements with the SP;

4.3.4. to support atmosphere of respect, keeping the institute regulations, taking an interest and participating in all arrangements.

4.4 A representative is deprived of his rights:

4.4.1 in accordance with his own will, for reasons of health and with interruption his studies in BRI;

4.4.2. if the academic group, where he was elected, 2/3  of students express distrust to him;

4.4.3. if at the meeting of the SP 2/3 of votes express him their distrust;

4.4.4.if he was absent at the meeting three times in succession without good reasons.

5. The main regulations of the Students’ Parliament.

5.1 Election of the powerful representatives takes place with equal reason in every academic group during the first month of the school year. Every academic group elects a powerful representative from its medium for a period of a year. In case of any reasons the academic group is deprived of its representative, the group must elect a new one in three weeks and inform about it the president of the SP.

5.2 The sitting of the SP is competent, if more than half of representatives from academic groups are present. The first meeting of the SP takes place on the first Thursday of the second school month. The meeting of the Students’ Parliament is opened by the president.

The SP is summoned by the president of by the SP Duma in case of need, but not rarely than twice a year.

An extraordinary meeting may be summoned by the president, by Duma or by the written proposal from 2/3  of all representatives or from the inspection committee.

5.3 All the decisions are reached by simple majority of votes. The problems applied to the Satversme of the Students’ Parliament, its reorganization and liquidation are decided by qualified (2/) majority of membership and then refers to the Senate of BRI for its approval. The Senate of BRI may refuse to approve is only from the point of lawful view.

5.4. The President, the vice-president, the secretary and the members of the Duma are elected by simple majority of votes at the first meeting of the new SP from the presented representatives by secret ballot.

5.5 the SP Duma is elected for a period of a year; the president, the vice-president and the secretary are a part of the SP Duma. The sittings of the Duma take place necessarily, but not rarely than twice a semester.

5.6 the inspection committee, 3 in number, is selected by the SP for a period of two years from the members of the SP and works under the Satversme and under the regulations of the inspection committee.

The inspection committee may invite specialists, who are not the members of the SP. After the revising and audit the resolution of the committee is introduced for the SP’s approval.

5.7 Working commissions and other formations are created by the SP and work under the present Satversme and the SP decisions.

6. Financial activity and funds of the Students’ Parliament.

6.1 The SP of BRI has the right to carry out business activity in accordance with the legislation of Latvian Republic.

6.2 The SP of BRI has the right in accordance with law:

6.2.1. to purchase movable and immovable property

6.2.2. to carry out owner’s and economic business;

6.2.3. to establish business societies (enterprises) and buy stocks and shares in other business enterprises;

6.2.4. to be a collegiate member of other public organizations.

6.3 Financial means are formed from:

6.3.1. means apportioned by the Senate of BRI or by the rector of BRI;

6.3.2. incomes from arrangements;

6.3.3. incomes from owner’s and economic business;

6.3.4. presents and donations from individuals and legislative bodies;

6.3.5. other incomes, which are not prohibited by the laws of Latvian Republic and other normative statements.

6.4 Taxes and presented payments the SP pays in accordance with the legislation of the Latvian Republic.

6.5 Creation of the funds, the rules and the order of their usage are appointed by the SP.

7. Reorganization and liquidation of the Students’ Parliament.

7.1 The activity of the Students’ Parliament stops in connection with its reorganization and liquidation.

7.2 The activity of the Students’ Parliament may be stopped:

7.2.1. by the decision of the SP;

7.2.2. by reasons specified in the legislation of Latvian Republic;

7.3 The SP organizes a liquidation commission (3 in number) which carries out liquidation and reorganization in accordance with the legislation of Latvian Republic.

3.2.  The students are entered BRI after 100% payment for the term. Those who enter 

BRI for the first time, not depending on the course, pay for the first term  after the first course payment.

3.3   The CUSTOMER pays for term after the beginning of the studies, on the fixed terms made by the Institute Administration. In case, if the payment stays too long, there is the fine money for 0,2% per day from the unpaid sum.In case, if the payment is not made in currant term, student is not allowed to the examination.

3.4.  Those students who pass the exams on ‘’exellently’’ and without postponing pay 60% of the studying payment next term. 




3.5. The CUSTOMER has a right to pay the full sum for the rest studying years.



3.6.In case , if the CUSTOMER breaks the agreement of studying payment: 1) before the beginning of the paid studying period, 75% goes back; 2) after the beginning of the paid period - the money does not go back.


4.PARTS RESPONSIBILITY.

WORKING DAY OF BRI STAFF, STUDENTS AND POST-GRADUATES INTERIOR SCHEDULE.

1. The General Provisions.

1.1 Aims of the Institute’s Interior Shedule are to develop deliberate attitude towars work and studies, to enforce working and educational discipline, to support the rational usage of working and educational time, to improve the quality of educational process, to develop careful attitude towards the property of the Institute.

1.2   The provisions of the Interior Shedule are extended to all members of staff, students, post-graduates and doctorates of the Institute.

2. Order of  Staff Employment and Dismissal.

2.1 The Institute employs the staff on stipulated by Law time by the conclusion of the Woking Agreement in accordance with provisions of  Latvian Labor Code.

2.2 Administration requires the Employee to present:

· Word-record Book,

· Passport,

· Tax Book or Card.

The Employee can not be employed without presentation of mentioned documents.

If special knowledge is necessary to fulfill a work, the Administration of BRI also can require to present diploma or professional sertificate.

2.3 Employment is effected by the order of  BRI Rector.

2.4 After employment, to move the Employee to other job position, the Administration is obliged:

· To acknowledge the Employee with granted job, working conditions and  to explain his/her rights and resposibilities.

· To acknowledge the Employee with the Institute’s Interior working and educational Schedule.

· To instruct the Employee in questions of technical security, sanitarial norms, fire security and other questions of working security.

2.5 If the person has no previous working experience, his/her Word-record Books  should be filled within 5 days after employment.Staff, working in the Institute for hour-salary, receives the Word-record Book if this job is primary for him.

2.6 Working Agreement extinction and accordant dismissal of the Employee can be effected only if based on legislation or  rules, stipulated by Law.

2.7 Employment of students is carried out in accordance with Rules of Employment, confirmed by Institute’s Academic Meeting, taking into account instructions of LR Education Ministry.

2.8 Students are dismissed from the Institute due to violation of provisions of the Educational Agreement , indecent behaviour or systematic unsatifying studies.

2.9 Responsibility of each member of the Staff, accordant to their job position or specialty, is stipulated by Employee Instuctions, asserted in formal order.

3. Time of Working.

3.1 Working time of lecturers is set by Schedule of Studies.

3.2 For other Employees of the Institute 5-day working week is set in correspondance with present working order:

12.30 - 13.00;

TO DEFINE:

2. For Course Projects:

· 6 hours for work’s supervision,  review compiling and defense of CP,

· 0.35 of an hour for Commission members, participating in CP defense.  President of Commission is the CP supervisor.

3. For Course Works:

· 3 hours for work’s supervision,  review compiling and defense of CW,

· 0.25 of an hour for Commission members, participating in CW defense.

NOTES:

CP and CW accepts the Commission, consisting of 2-3 members. In accordance with work’s defense results, the proper mark is put in Test Protocol and student’s Test Book. CP and CW are sent to collection in Dean’s Office. CPs are saved there until the graduation of student, CWs – until end of the educational year.

4. 1 hour for handing in and checking of HW.

5. 0.75 of an hour for checking of an Essay.

6. For Control Works checking:

6.1 CW in Russian language and literature (Latvian, Russian, foreign) – 0.5 of an hour.

6.2 In Latvian and foreign languages:

· tests – 0.25 of an hour,

· examinations – 0.4 of an hour,

· regular tests (1 CtW per Semester) - 0.25 of an hour,

· for correspondent course students – 0.3 of an hour.

6.3 In other courses for full-time students and students of evening department – during the time, defined for practical exercises. 

6.4 In other courses for correspondent course students – 0.3 of an hour. Sent or handed in for checking CtWs of these students have to be registered in Educational Department of the Institute.

7. For passing of tests and examinations:

10. For practice supervising for student group at least of 15 members – 3 hours per working day.

11. Control of defined quotas fulfillment is to be received by Educational work pro-rector.

REFERENCE ABOUT REALIZATION OF EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM  “LAW STUDIES” PARTS.
In organization of educational program it is necessary to achieve the connected and mutually supplementary character of A, B and C part courses.

Higher professional educational program of “Law studies” specialty supposes dividing of the following courses to semesters:

Part A – I-VII Semester,

Part B - I-VIII Semester,

Part C - III-VI Semester.

A little prolonged for semesters studies of  Part B courses, in comparison of Part A disciplines is reasoned by the majority of the studies of Part A disciplines in the first three semesters. Accordingly, only in further the general role is given to professional and special courses.

School – leavers entering rules and procedure in BRI 1. course.

• To the entrance examinations all school-leavers, who have the document about completed secondary or special-secondary education, are admited.

Entrance examinations consist of:
1/   Test, which determines the level of the intellect development according to  IQ scale. For fulfiling the one variant test /40-50 tasks/ are given 30 min. The person can be entered in BKI, if gets not less than 100 points according to the IQ scale.

Variants of the tests are given farther.

2/   The formalized composition, which contains writen answers to 2 – 3 questions, length of the work is about 2 – 3 pages. The time for the composition is 45 min.

The examples of the composition themes are given farther.

• The results of the entrance tests are announced in the examination day.

• The including into the students lists is carried out after all the requested documents are submited and the contract about the first semester of studies is concluded.

Instruction

Each test includes fourty examples. You have a limited time (30 min.) for answering to all of the questions, so work as fast as possible. Do not stop and think too long about one question, may be You have chosen the wrong way to solve the task and You will do better with the next task.From the other hand, do not give up too easily, most of the tasks can be solved with a little patience. Rely only on Your intellect when decide to reject from unsolved task. And remember, that , in general, the difficulty level of the tasks increases at the end of the test. Each person is able to solve some amount of the tasks in the given time, but noone is able to solve all of them.

Your answer in each case will consist of a number, a letter or a word. You can choose from the allready given variants or make Your own answer. Write Your answer in the indicated place. If You can not answer to the question, You have an idea, but You are not completely sure if it is the right answer, show the answer anyway.There are no "tricky"questions, but You will have to go through different approaches for solving the task. REGULATIONS OF PASSING THE EXAMINATION AND TESTS IN

BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE.

1. Number of tests and exams, assumed for Examination Session is adjusted by educational plan and presented to the students at the beginning of the Semester of studies.

2. Tests and exams are passed within the period of Examination Session at the end of Semester. Tests on special courses, which are completed during the Semester, are possible to pass before the Examination Session beginning.

3.  Schedule of Exams and Tests passing should be made not later than 2 weeks before the Examination Session beginning.

4. Student is allowed to pass exam and/or test on the course only if he/she has fulfilled all the tests, assumed by the course’s educational plan.

5.  Are not allowed to pass exam and/or test on the course students, who have not fulfilled all the tests, assumed by the course’s educational plan as well as financial obligations, stipulated in Agreement with BRI.

6. 3 attempts to pass exam or test are possible.

· At the 1st time - within the terms in Examination Session Schedule,

· At the 2nd time – within the terms of Repeated Examination Session of the Faculty or within the vacation time, in winter – before the vacation expiration, in summer – within the vacation time from 25th till 31st of August.

· At the 3rd time – students pass test of exam to the Examination Commission, consisting of at least 2 members, within the period, selected by Board of the Insatiate, within the vacation time or 1st month of the next Semester of studies.

7. Students, who were not on exam or test without good reason in time, stipulated by the Examination Session Schedule, or the time assumed for Correction of a unsatisfactory mark, further are allowed to pass test or exam only for additional payments and with Notification, given by Educational Department.

8. Payment for additional attempt to pass the exam is 3Ls; to pass the tests is 2Ls. Payment should be made in the Institute’s Educational Department before the receiving of the Notification. Receipt, confirming the payment is also produced.

9. Requirements of Paragraph 7 are also spreaded on the students, who have not passed the language tests. Payment for each language test is 1Ls. The order of payment is stipulated by Paragraph 8.

METHODS OF STUDENT’S KNOWLEDGE EVALUATION.

The Institute is using flowing, semestrial and final forms of students’ knowledge evaluation.

Flowing control: Control and home works, course projects, course works, essays.

Semestrial control: tests and exams within the Examination Session period.

Final control: state examination (language and qualificational), defense of degree work.

Students’ knowledge and skills are evaluated by marks: “Perfect (10-9)”, “Very Good (8), “Good (7)”, “Almost good (6)”, “Satisfactory (5)”, “Almost Satisfactory (4-3), “Not Satisfactoty (2-1)”.

The marks are put depending on level of the course’s matherial, assumed by correspondant educational program, assimilation by the student.

In accordance with the educational plan and educational work program, Dean’s Office makes Test and Examination sheets for each course and test, which are the official documents, certifying examintation and test passing.

Student’s Test Book is other document, which certifies the educational work fulfillment.

EGULATION ABOUT THE WRITING AND VINDICATION THE REPORTS, COURSE PAPERS AND DIPLOMA WORKS

Riga, 1995

1.Common requirements for the students’ scientific work.

Students’ scientific works (reports, course papers and diploma works) in an indespensable element in the teaching process, which is envisaged for the need of the students to get the deeper knowledge about the problematic questions of the accordant course, also for the processing the jurdical acts and the basic skills in the independent analysis of the literature resources, for studiing the materials about the practice of the accordant profession, and for making the conclusions about the controvertible questions of the science and its’ deliberation and argumentation.


Student’s scientific work must reflect the result of the studiing the special and teaching literature, according to the existing legislation and to the accordant practical activity’s chosen theme. In the scientific work the student must show commodious knowledge about the literature resources in the chosen problematics and he also has to be able critically appraise the opinions about the considred theme which are issued in the special literature.


When performing the scientific work, the author should not forget the rule, that it’s not allowed to “compose” the work from several regulations, which are precisely copied from the special or teaching literature. Notably inadmissible is not to show the source of the literarure, from which some part or conclusion is taken, this is one of the rudest delicts of the scientific ethical norms. About this case such words from Francua Marie Voltaire could be said :”To steal the thoughts from somebody sometimes is more maleficient than to steal the money from somebody !”

The content the student’s scientific work must correspond to it’s structure (the indicator of the content) and it is not allowed to exceed it’s extents. In the content of the work not only the juridical but also the literar propriety is important, also the impeccability and logics of the presentment style, clearness and solidity of the conclusions, unexistance of the mistakes and erratas.

When start to write the work, it is necessary to be guided from the quantity which is set:

· For the reports 8 – 12 pages of hand writen text, on the ordinary typing pages, or 7 – 10 pages of typescript with the two interval spacing;

· For the course papers 25 – 30 pages of hand writen text, or25 – 30 pages of typescript with the two interval spacing;

· For the diploma works 55 – 70 pages of typescript with the two interval spacing;

For the work, the extent of which is exceeding 70 pages follows the argumented application about that with thw smaller extent it is not possible to substantiate the inferences.


The term of the accomplished course papers or reports’ submission establishes the scientific leader, but the term for diploma papers’ reviewing submission – the dean of the faculty.  

2.The choice of the theme for the student’s scientific work.

2.1 The thema of the report the student is choosing on the bases of the accordant teaching discipline’s programme. If by choosing the theme there occurs some difficulties, he can refer to the leading teacher of the following discipline. The afirmative for the chosen report theme is not necessary.

2.2. When choosing the theme for the course paper the student is guided by the theme survey. Also can be chosen the theme which is not included in the survey, but which is included in the programme of the teaching course.

When choosing the theme, the student hands in to the dean’s office the writen application with a request to certify the theme and to elect the scientific leader.


As the scientific leader can be signified the lecturer, who is teaching the subject,  which programme includes the chosen theme.

2.3. Choosing the theme of the diploma work occurs in the same order as for the course paper, the diference is that application about the choise of the theme, the election of the scientific leader and reviewer certifies the rector of the institute after the suggestion from the dean.

3. The fulfilment of the student’s scientific work.

The writing of the report is based on the cognition of the normative materials and notions which are known in science.The content of the report must reflect the full description of the explored subject. The report does not need the diferenciation on the structure units, because of the pretty contracted aspect of the problem. After the discussion in the report, must follow the list with the survey of the used literature sources.

3.2. For the work-out of the thema of course paper and specially of diploma work, the plan of the work preparing and writing must be done, which must be conformed with the scientific leader. The content of the work plan depends from how well the student knows the subject of his research. In such cases when the research on the theme occurs for the first time, it is advisable to use , for example, such consecution of the work:  

· introducing with normative materials and the literar survey of the theme,  composition of the bibliography;

· forming the stucture of the work and it’s conforming with the scientific leader;

· analysis of the normative materials, the conclusions from the special literature about the controvertible questions of the science, suggestions and recommendations for the improvement of the existing legislation, it’s using in practice or in other kind of a practical work. Fixation of the analysis’ materials on special cards, for grouping the materials according to the work fragmentations;

· summary and analysis of the published and not-publihed practice;

· writing of the work and handing the rough to the scientific leader; 

· inserting the coorections and additions in the work according to the admonitions from the scientific leader, editing of the work;

For the better organization of the work time, it is advisible to set the optimal term for writing each part and the whole work, before it should be conformed with the scientific leader.

The student has to know that the obligations of the scientific leader includes helping with advice in all the scientific and methodical questions, consultations about the use of the normative materials and literature resources and the practice of its’use , also the specification of the theme’s title, improvement of the structure of the work, concretizing the directions and borders of the research, indicating the mistakes and imperfections which are found in the script work. But the scientific leader is not allowed to make the corrections as the editor of the work.

If it is conformed with the scientific leader, student is allowed to hand in the rough work in several parts(chapters), also handing in the full plan of the work.

3.3. The structure of the course paper and diploma work includes the following elements:

· introduction;

· exposition of the thema, which is divided in chapters, or if it is necessary, in paragraphs; 

· conclusion;

· the list of used sources;

· annotation(only for the bachelor work)

· content;

The introduction includes a short decription of the theme, the indice about it’s actuality, practical and theoretical significance, it’s problematics, also the substantiation of the choice and formulation of the purpose of the research.

If for the researching the all questions on the theme it is necessary to exceed the determinated extent of the work, there must be explained the borders of the research in the introduction.

When writing the introduction, there is no need to write empty and trivial phrases, the introduction is the part of the work which is close connected with the following content of the work.

The exposition of the thema, which is divided in chapters or in paragraphs; must be internally logical , but the title must correspond to the content of the each structure unit.

Deflections from the theme or repeating of one and the same conclusion are not allowed.

The ethics of the scientific activity excludes any kind of incorrectiness anent to the other authors’ opinions. If the opinions of some author, with which the student manipulates, are enounced comparatively long time ago, it is advisable to make sure that the author still holds to the same position.

In case when as the result of research in the existing legislation occurs inaccurancies and imperfections, disadvantages in it’s using in practice or in some other kind of practical activity, or in it’s realization reccomendations, it is advisable not to stop with the establishing these phenomenas, but to suggest the possible ways of averting.

The conclusions to which  the author has come by the exposing the theme, can be formulated at the end of this chapter. Suggestions for improving the existing legislation must be suggested at the end of those regulations, to which they logically follow.

The second recital of these suggestions at the end of the chapter or paragraph is not advisable.

The conclusion (final part) contains short and concretely formulated conclusions with unambigous explanation, which results from the recitation of the accordant questions of the theme; suggestions which are connected with the improving the existing legislation and it’s use in practice; suggestions about the use of described methods, means and manners in other practical activity.

Annotation is a short (not more than one page) recital of the content of the diploma work; it must be writen in the national language and in the foreign language, which the student has learned in the institute.

4.Execution of the scientific work.

4.1. Bibliographical formating.

In the scientific work of the student must be “The list of the used sources”, which must be differenced in following groups:

· special literature,

· normative acts,

· practice materials (published and not-published).

In the group “Special literature” are included all monographies, which have been used on the theme, also the scientific collections, scientific notes, articles from the higher educational institutions’ works, magazines and other periodical issues, teaching litetature.

Sources, which comprise the group “Normative acts” must be adduced in the followin order: juridical acts from the UNO and other international organizations, Constitution of the LR, other laws of the LR, legislation acts of the LR(in the order of its’ subordination), normative acts of other countries. Besides the title of the normative act, it is also necessary to show the name of the issue and other requisits, where the article has been published.

Practice materials includes published and not-published practice in the special literature. Alluding to the unpublished practice, the name, number and location of the subject must be indicated. If in the work some citations are used by mentioning some work, some idea, opinion or just including them, it is necessary to indicate the bibliographical reference about the source. The reference is on the same page of the text where is the borrowing etc. The reference is placed at the end of the page under the line, it is separated from the primary text. Not so popular but also possible way is at the end of the citation or other borrowing to inclose in scquare brackets the reference about the used source.

Orher ways of formating the sources, to which the author gives the references, are not advisable.


The reference on the normative act usually is not carried under the line, but is placed right into the primary text. Anyway when mentioning the normative act for the first time, it is necessary to make a note, in which the full name of the act and the source, where the act is published, are presented. If henceforth the act is contracted, it must be shown in the note, also showing the contracted name.


The description of the used source under the line and in the list of the used source differs only with the fact that in the note the number of the page, in which the borrowing is expounded, is indicated, but not in the list.

4.2. The outside formating of the student’s scientific work.

4.2.1.The report can be handed in manuscript or in typescript. The text of the report can be placed on both sides of the page, taking into account the brims which are necessary for the teacher for making the notes. The report must be with the titlepage. The pages of the report must be connected and numbered.

4.2.2. The course paper can   manuscript or in typescript. The text of the report must be placed on one side of the page, with the brims for the teacher to make the notes. The report must be with the titlepage. The pages of the report must be connected and binded in solid lids.

4.2.3. The diploma work must be handed in typescript. The paper must be framed. All the text must be placed inside of this frame ( including the page numberation and references). As it has allready been told, the typescript must be done after the two intervals.

The titlepage of The diploma work must be composed in two exemplars: one in national language, the other in Russian.

The diploma work must be handed in in two exemplars, each of them must be binded in solid lids.

In The diploma work on the page where ends the marker of the content must be a signature of the author.

5.The assessment of the student’s scientific work.

 5.1. The report is appraised by the teacher who leads the accordant discipline about the report theme. The appraisal consists of the notes about the content of the report which the teacher must have been writen on the brims of the report. The report with the notes and suggestions is handed back to the author. If the content of the report shows the author’s nescience about the scientific work-out of the considered question or it shows the negligent attitude to  writing the report, the teacher must offer to the author to hand in another report about the same or other question.

5.2. The course paper is appraised according to assertion results in the commission session, the content of which is appointed by the dean.


Before the work assertion the student has the possibility to gat aquinted with the reference or the notes which are writen on the brims and which are made by the scientific leader. During the asserting the author shortly expounds the basic questions of the work. After that the scientific leader tells his opinion about the work and conclusions to which he has came.


The commission appraises the work without the presence of the author. There must be taken into account not only the scientific leader’s opinion about the quality of the work, but also the author’s performing and answers to the asked questions.

5.3. The diploma work is appraised according to it’s assertion results. The diploma work is asserted in the commission session of the public examination, according to the rules with the presence of the scientific leader and reviewer. The assertion also can be without the presence of the scientific leader and /or/ reviewer.

So as the author could prepare the objections to the critical notes which could be said in the review, he must have a chance to get acquinted with the review, not later than one earthday before the assertion.


The assertion of The diploma work begins with a short report about the work theme and content by the author. After that the author must concentrate the muster attention to the made conclusions, on his arguments on the diccuted problems, on the suggestions about the improving the existing legislation and it’s use in practice.

After that performs the reviewer, who introduce the muster with his opinion about the work, by accenting the attention on it’s significance and imperfections. In discussions about The diploma work can participate also the scientific leader. Without the presence of, the secretaire of the commission also reads the review.


In his answer the author asserts the adjudgements which are made in the work, if they do not conform with the position of the reviewer (or scientific leader), he must shortly tell his arguments, by motivating his disapproval to the critics of the The diploma work or it’s adjudgements.


The diploma work is appraised by the members of the commission of the public examination, without the presence of the author. As the essential of the appraising is the conclusion of the reviewer and the opinion of the scientific leader, also the author’s ability to assert logically the salient adjudgements.

Regulation

About the BRI students’ independent work planning and accounting

1. Students’ independent work is an obligatory component part of the teaching process, which is provided in the teaching plans of the specialities and in the programmes of the teaching disciplines.

2. The independent work is done beyond the list. The minimal consumption of the time for the independent work is 50% of the amount in the discipline hours, which is 15 – 16 hours in a week. One half of this time is envisaged for the homeworks’ preparation (learning and preparing the material of the lectures, practical activities, passing the tests and examinations, if these can be passed until the beginning of the examinations session).

The other half of the time, but not more than 120 hours in th semester, is provided for the performance of the tasks of  the disciplines, which are provided in the teaching plans: writing the course projects (CP), course works (CW), home tasks (HT), reports  ( R ).

3. The labour-consuming of the tasks must be:

The performance of the CP must be to 64 hours, CW – to 32 hours, HT – to 16 hours, for writing the reports not more than 16 hours for one task.

Not more than oneCW in the academical year and not more than two CP in the all time of the studies must be planned (in the older courses). In the first course the CW        is not given.

4. The amount of the reports: CP – 40  -50 pages, CW-  25-30 pages, HT and R – 15 –20       pages in the handwriting. 

5. The thematics of the CP must be conformed with the thema of the following diploma work and there must be included questions, which are expounded in several disciplines.The CP must become the part of the diploma work.

6. CW usually is writen on the materials of the one studiing discipline in the amount not less than 64 hours or on the materials of several similar disciplines.

For performing the CW the student gets the rights for choosing the discipline according to his following specialization.

7. CP and CW the student has to assert in the front of the commission, which consists of 2-3 persons. The chairman of the commission is the leader of the CP (CW), or the lecturer of the discipline. On the each CP and CW the leader writes the review, wnich must be handed in for the commission. 

     According to the results of the asserting the accordant note is writen in the examination protocol and student’ s record book. CP and CW are given for the keeping in the dean’ s office. CP is saved until the student has finished the institute, CW – till the end of the academical year. In the teaching plans CP is estimated in 2 credit-points, CW – in 1 credit-point, which are taken into account , when counting the total credit-points which are indispensable for getting the diploma.

8. The delivery of the reports on the independent work must be planned evenly during the all semester. The last report must b handed in not later the two weeks before the beginning of the examination session.

STUDENTS’ PRE-DIPLOMA PRACTICE

 
BRI students’ pre-diploma practice is an obligatory element for preparation the specialists according to the bachelors’ programme. The students’ practice is envisaged during the eighth semester, it lasts not less than 2 months and is carried on just before the public examinations and assertion of the diploma project.

During the practice the BRI students must dmonstrate the ability to operate freely with the knowledge they have gotten during the studies. So as the pre-diploma practice is a final stage, it also advances  getting the working skills in the concrete sphere of the student’ s professional activity, also it helps with finding the job after the studies. Sending the students to the pre-diploma practice is carried on with the help of the questioning. The purpose of it is to determinate the level of professionality of the students’ competence and the potencial of the activity. With the results of the questionaries may get acquainted the persons and organizations, which offers the working places for the pre-diploma practice. When sending the student to the practice, he has got the personal choice.

After the pr-diploma practice the student has to hand in the report about the finishig he pre-diploma practice and also the reference from the employer.

Among the places for BRI students’ pre-diploma practice are such commercial-structures as “JSC Riga-Bank”, “DIVI”, “Perkons and partners”, and also the state organs, such as Saeima of the LR. Many students are carrying on the practice in structures “Mass-Media”, in the newspapers “SM –today”, “Business-chance” and others.

Regulation about the  higher professional education and master degree assignation to the graduates of 

Baltic Russian Institute.

Rules of the higher professional education and master degree assignation.

1.1.The degree of higher professional education in the accordant science is alloted to the students who have performed the accordant preparation plan, have passed the public examinations and have asserted the diploma work.

1.2.The master degree in the accordant science is alloted to the students who have the respective education for the degree of higher professional education and who have performed the master’s preparation  teaching plan, also it can be alloted for independently done and in the session of the certifying comission asserted scientific researches.

The assignation of the higher professional education and master degree is assured by                          the dispensing the diploma which corresponds to the definite pattern.

1.3.The graduate of BRI, who has got the diploma about the higher professional education after the probation can be allowed to the working duties according to the preparation profile.

1.4.The graduate of BRI , who has got the master diploma, can be allowed to collaborate in a creative professional activity in the enterprises and institutions with accordant profile, also as assistants in higher educational institutions. He can also continue the studies with the purpose to get the doctorate.

1.5.The teaching plan for preparing the higher professional education is provided for four years and it includes the obligatory subjects as well as alternate subjects, the amount of those in each speciality is determined by the Senate, but it may not exceed  10% from the teaching time.

1.6.The audithories’ obligatory studiing load of the student may not exceed 30 hours in a week in the first three courses and 26 hours in the fourth course, not counting the physical culture.The total length ot the teaching is not longer than 128 weeks (32 weeks in a year).

1.7.The teaching plan for preparing the masters is provided according to the speciality for 1,5 – 2 years and includes the theoretical tution for 2 –3 semesters, which are united with research works and the final semester, when the magistrant finishes his researches, formats and asserts the master work.

1.8.The organization and process of the public examinations, the preparation, performance and asserting of the higher professional education and master works, implements the dean’s offices of the accordant faculties.

1.9.For the admission of the public examinations, assertion of the diploma and master works is formed the certifying commission, the content of which is avered by the rector.

1.10.For the successful work of the certifying commission the secrataires of the certifying commissions are infered, their duties include the forming of the protocols and resolutions, and control over the handed documents.

Certifying commission

2.1. The purpose of the certifying commission is to estimate the level of the knowledge of the higher professional education and master degree pretender according to the salient demands.

2.2. The certifying commission in each speciality is avered in the content of the certifying commission’s chairman and 3 – 4 members.

As the chairman of the certifying commission is avered the leading scientist, who has not lead the lessons to the students and  master candidates in the accordant course.

The members of the certifying commission can became the institute’s leading professors and assistant professors, specialists of the Latvian education and science, specialists – practicians in the accordant field.

The procuration of the certifying commission lasts for 12 months from the day when it is avered with the injunction.

The working terms of the certifying commission are announced not later than one month before the beginning of it’s work.

2.3. The admission of the public examinations and assertion of the diploma works and master works occcurs in the open session of the certifying commission with the participation of the chairman and at least the half of the members.

According to the discussion’s results the certifying commission in the closed session by the voting by the show of hands with the ordinary majority of the votes takes a decision “To allot or not the degree of the higher profesional education or the master degree” . If there occurs equal amount of the votes, the vote of the chairman of the certifying commission is the conclusive.

The decision of the certifying commission is traced into the individual protocol and is announced at the end of the working day.The protocol of the certifying commission must be signed by the chairman and all the members of the certifying commission. The member of the commission who does not agree with with the taken decision, has the rights to add to the protocol a motivate special opinion, on which a note in the protocol is done. This is taken into account when taking the decision about the alloting the academical degree.

In the case of the negative decisionthe pretender can submit the work, which has to be revised and replenished, for the recurrant assertion in the terms when the Senate has avered it. To the pretender who has not asserted the master work, the institute gives the inquest which corresponds to the definite pattern.

The appeal in a writen way is adressed to the chairman of the certifying commission and it is reviewed in the certifying commission  only in the day of the examination or assertion of the work in the presence of the person who has handed the appeal.

3.The organization of the public examinations’ transacting, diploma and master works’ preparation and assertion. 

3.1. The public examinations happens according to the avered programmes of the Teaching Council. If there is a necessity, The programmes of the examinations are comformed with the Latvian Republic Ministry of Education and science.

The programme of the accordant course must be introduced not later than three months before it’s beginning.

3.2. The themes for the diploma works and master works are developed by the leading professors and assistant professors, students and masters gets acquainted with them not later than six months before the beginning of the workout.

The structure and amount of the work, and the quality of the workout determines the Teaching Council.

3.3. The corroboration of the themes for the diploma works and master works, and scientific leaders and consultants of the work occurs on the bases of the personal application from the pretender and the order of the institute.

3.4.The scientific leaders of the diploma works and master works manages the methodical supply, the control over the works, organize its’ consideration and give the permission to assert the work.

3.5. For the developing the diploma works and master works in the teaching plan must be envisaged not less than 8 weeks from the studies’ time.

3.6. Not later than a month before the work asserting, the dean denotes the reviewer for each diploma work and master work. The teacher who has lead the work, is not allowed to be the reviewer.

3.7. The diploma work or the master work must be handed to the reviewer completelly formated not later than a week before the asserting, so the author is able at least before three days until the asserting to get acquainted with the writen reference from the reviewer.

The review must be writen on a special order-form. The fact that the author has been introduced with the review he must assure with his signature.

3.8. For asserting the diploma work or master work, it is obligatory to hand in the certifying commission the following:

3.8.1. For the diploma work

· Inquest from the teaching department about the performance of the teaching plan;

· Diploma work;

· Reference from the scientific leader;

· Review.

3.8.2. For the master work

· Master work

· Review

In both cases it is advisable to add also the ilustrative materials.

3.9. When transacting the public examinations, the examinee shows the person attestant document (passport, student’s identity card, student’s record book), gets the examination paper and the special paper for the anwer’s preparation. In the time of the anwer’s preparation it is allowed to use the specific reference literature. The commission determines the time for the anwer’s preparation.

In the oral examination  the examinee answers to the questions from the examination paper and answers to the questions of the commission members.

In the practical examination the examinee hands to the commission the answers to the questions from the examination paper or task in the writen way.

The asserting the diploma work or master work is in the discussional way, in the beginning the author gives a report on his work, in which are included the foundation of the chosen theme’s theoretical and practical actuallity; then he answers to the commission and session members’ questions, and to the admonitions of the scientific leader and reviewer of the work. The asked questions can comprise all the teaching programme.

10. To the persons who have successfully asserted the diploma work and passed the public examinations, on the ground of the certifying commission’s decision with the order from the rector the qualification about the higher profesional education is alloted and the diploma which corresponds to the definite pattern is dispensed.

To the the persons who have successfully asserted the master work, , on the ground of the certifying commission’s decision with the order from the rector the degree of the master in sciences is alloted and the diploma which corresponds to the definite pattern is dispensed.

The inscriptions in the diplomas are in three languages (Latvian, Russian, English) according to avered text, writen with a hand, by using the black ink, or the laserprinter. Coorections, cancels, erasures are not allowed to be in the diplomas.

The order forms of the deteriorated diplomas according to the act of the special commision in two weeks after the accordant commission has finished it’s work are amortized and destroyed.

11. The dispensation of the diplomas together with the results’ list ocuurs in ceremonial conditions not later than five days after the extradition of the order about the alloting of the accordant academical degree.

12. The account of the dispensated diplomas and duplicates is carried out in special magazines, which are kept in the dean’s offices.
The inscriptions are made according to the consecution of the years. The reception of the diploma is avered with the signature of he graduate.

The registration magazines are kept as the documents of the strong account.

13. In the case the diploma gets lost, with the order from a rctor, the duplicate is  dispensated.


To get the duplicate, the graduate must hand an application which is adressed to the rector. In that he indicates the circumstances of loosing the diploma, the faculty, the speciality and the year when the institute has been finished. If the decision of the rector is positive, the graduete gets a new diploma, where on the second page upon the name “Diploma” is writen the name “Duplicate”.

14. Each graduate has his personal file, in which are included: the protocol of the commission’s session,  reference from the scientific leader, review, results’ list, the copy from the second and third page of the diploma.

15. Documents about the asserting the diploma works and master works are kept in the personal file of the graduate:

· The magazin of the higher professional education diplomas’  accounting – permanently;

· The magazin of the master diplomas’ accounting - permanently;

· Acts about the amortizing of the deteriorated diplomas – 5 years;

· Diploma works – 5 years;

· Master works – 5 years;

After the end of the determinated saving time, the documents after the composition of the act, are destoyed by burning or elaboration.

10.
The regulation about the about the  higher professional education and master degree assignation in BRI accepts and changes the Senate of BRI.
INFORMATION ON ENSURANCE OF STUDENTS’ CHOISE POSSIBILITY TO GET THE ACADEMIC EDUCATION.

To carry out successfully the professional work, future lawyers have to be actively involved in social life and be able to feel the social changes, otherwise conflict situations could appear. Thats why the future defense counsels of the law are obliged to assimilate social and humanitarian disciplines.

Higher professional education program “Law studies” within the mainframe of humanitarian courses in preparation of professionals the significant amount of hours is dedicated to Philosophy, Sociology and Social Psychology. In assimilation of technical disciplines great attention is paid to Computer Sciences and to with it connected courses, because despite the future lawyer professional activity, basic computer working skills are necessary.

Amount of creditpoints, which have to be received while the studies of humanitarian, social and technical disciplines, slightly exceeds the recommended specification, that is 21% total amount of creditpoints.

It is important to note that in preparation of wide profile professionals it would be appropriate to increase the bloc of humanitarian and social disciplines, because significant part of fundamental law courses is connected with humanitarian and social sphere. In this connection it is necessary to mention courses like “Theory of State and Law”, “History of State and Law”, “History of Latvian State and Law”, “Constitutional Law” etc.

RESUME:

1. In preparation of specialists under higher professional educational program “Law studies” studies of professional and special courses are supplemented with assimilation of social, humanitarian and technical disciplines.

2. Obligate amount of creditpoints for humanitarian, social and technical disciplines studies is correspondent with recommended specifications, it slightly exceeds 20%.

ACTIVITY OF THE LANGUAGE CENTRE

OF BALTIC RUSSIAN INSTITUTE

The centre of languages of the institute works  for more than three years. One of the centre’s specialities is that the languages teaching is carried on with the help from the hardware of the firm “SITA” (Germany). It is a specialized system, which is guided by the macroprocessor, and which with the biologically returnig connection insures the riddance from the tension, which provides the faster and easier learning of the teaching material.

The teaching is guided by the lecturers of the institute, who are specially trained for the work with this hardware.

The teaching is guided moustly for two groups of languages : latvian (the biggest amount) and English.

The elemental level of the training – 1 month, learning is every day (exept saturdays and sundays) , in groups of 4 – 5 persons.

The elemental course ensures the language practice, lasting vocabulary in amount of 700 and more using words and phrases, effective practice of the colloquial speech and also the bases of the grammar are taught.

The continuation of the training which is ensured with the existing programmes is realised by the specialization of the language knowledge: business English and Latvian.

Institute also is able to teach French and German, but the interest about these languages is not constant.

Students’ possibilities to get involved in sports and physical activities, to streighten the health.

The BRI Board and Students’ self-governing structures special attention give to the physical development of the students. Inside the Institute Students’ Sport Club is working. In 1994 with our Rector’s support basketball team was founded. Since the foundation it participated in different basketball tournaments, which took place in Riga and Latvia. In 1994 the team took part in Riga Aviation University internal championship and got the 4th place. In 1995 the team won the 1st place in the tournament “Zibens turnīrs”, in the Riga city Zemgales district the team got the 6th place. BRI basketball team participated in Pardaugava Summer Games and tournament “Bruģa bumba”. In 1996 our basketball team in Streetball tournament reached the ¼ final despite the concurrence of 124 other teams. In the same year the team also played in “Bruģa bumba” tournament and in Riga Aviation University internal championship, where we won 1st place.

In 1997 BRI participated in Riga Aviation University open championship, Zemgales district Cup, Pardaugava Summer Games and also in 2nd league of Latvian Basketball championship.

Before the year 1998 BRI team participated in and took prices of basketball tournaments in Ventspils, Ogre, Cesis, Tukums, Gulbene, Jaunpiebalga and Valmiera. In 1995 and 1997 the team played in competitions “Pārdaugavas spēles”, which took place every 2 years.

In 1998/1999-season BRI basketball team is playing part in 2nd league of Latvian Basketball championship.

In Spring of 1999 BRI basketball team is getting ready to take part in traditional competitions “Pārdaugavas spēles” and Streetball tournament.

BRI football team also has been founded, as well as the other sport sections. 

BRI boxing team was founded in 1997 and already in that year they participated in Latvian Boxing Championship between students “Universiāde 97”.

In the end of 1997 BRI boxers started taking part in Republican competitions in kickboxing.

Today where are 10 members of the team, they are having trainings 5 times a week in boxing club, the Institute pays the rent for the gym hall. Trainer of the team is Ivan Gruzdov, Master of Sports.

Juriy Gurskis, member of our team, won the 1st place in “Universiāde 97”, 71 kg weight category.

In 1997 Kickboxing Rating tournament Igor Serdjukov won 2nd place.

In 1998 Latvian Kick-boxing championship Juriy Gurskiy won the 1st place, Viktor Nikolskiy got 3rd place. 

Great popularity was given to BKI KVN team, which in 1998 was the champion of Middle League. KVN team is working on students’ enthusiasm and goes to journeys to Daugavpils, Ventspils and Jurmala.

The Center of the Informational Technologies has 3 computer classes, 2 of which are joined in local net. The first computer class was founded on 1st September of 1995.

In this classes take place students’ practical and laboratory works, there are compiled course- and homeworks on disciplines connected with informational technologies; with students’ support the scientific research of development of functional informational systems is carried out.

The Center has developed and supports work of database for Library and Educational Department needs.

Activity and  programmes

"Enterprise activities"
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Accreditation drawbacks improvement in the programme of higher professional activities (14th June 1997). 

I. Curriculum

1.1. Experts' commission suggested for the program title "business" instead of "economics".

The Faculty has revised the curriculum into "Enterprise activities" program and submitted it for licensing in the Ministry of Education of Latvia.

On 24th May 1999 the programme was licensed according the educational program title changing.

1.2. The experts' commission made recommendations to pay more attention to the following:

· Accounting;

· Finances;

· European law;

· Management of the information systems.

The Faculty according with commission suggestions revised the curriculum and added in it the following disciplines:

· Basics of accounting and the analysis of the enterprise activities;

· Money conversion and banks;

· Finances and credit;

· Currency operations;

· Exchanges and exchange activities;

· Financial registration;

· Analysis of enterprise economic activities during audit conduction;

· Functional informative systems in economics;

· Computer networks and network technologies;

· Electronic tables in economic calculations;

· Technologies of processing of the text and graphic information;

· Data bases projecting;

· Building algorithms and programs for economical tasks solving;

· Basics of law;

· Enterprise laws.

1.3. The commission made recommendation about computer appliances in the business courses.

In the program computers are used in the following ways:

· In the Informatics, where students must resolve economic or management tasks;

· In business courses, the students use computers for doing tests and writing course papers;

· During business games at the classes (for example, in the course "Exchanges and exchange activities").

II. Programme.

2.1. The commission drew attention to insufficient amount of computer classes (1 class), that limited the use of computer's technologies in another disciplines.

At the present time Institute have 6 computer classes and one rented computer class. In our opinion, this amount provides sufficient possibilities in the students training.

2.2. The commission noted that the students had access only to local textbooks and educational materials written by the educators.

To increase access to additional information the Institute only in the period from 09.02.1998. to 25.04.1999. purchased books, textbooks and special literature for disciplines "Economics" and "Enterprise activities" in amount of 281 titles. All issues are 1998-99 years issues. Periodical literature comprised 21 titles in 1998, in 1999 – 28 titles.

III. Academic staff.

3.1. Commission pointed out that research work of educators came basically to publications of lectures and books.

It should be noted, that educators and professorate of BRI carry out research work in the framework of the following programmes together with writing books and educational materials:

· programme TEMPUS TACIS, JEP № 10.266-96. Responsible person – I.Akulich. Executives: V.Strelchenok, G.Reshina, I.Plotka;

· programme TRАNSFORM for Eastern Europe (Financed by Ministry of foreign Affairs of Germany). Executive: I.Akulich. 

· collaboration programme with the Moscow State University;

· collaboration programme with the Moscow State economics, statistics and informatics university;

· collaboration programme with the Warsaw university;

· collaboration programme with the Byelorussian state Economics University.

In the addition of the research work academic staff of the institute take part at the regular basis in international conferences. There are several of them:

· international conference "Problems of marketing and management in the circumstances of transformation of economics", Minsk, 1998.g. Theses of the reports – prof. V.Strelchenok, prof. G.Reshina;

· international conference "Professional education in economics: problems and ways out", Riga, 1999. 11-12. February. Theses of the reports – prof. V.Strelchenok, prof. G.Reshina;

IV. Students.

The commission drew attention to the limited opportunities for students to use Internet.

The number of classes connected to the Internet at present time reaches 3 classes. The capacity of the communication channel Institute-Internet provider increased up to 128Кb for the two classes on the address Piedrujas 3. 

In September we have planned to connect to the Internet three additional classes.

In the long run all the course programmes at the Institute subsidiaries have been brought in line according to requirements of the educational programme "Enterprise activities". The academic staff of the Institute, especially concerning specialized disciplines, carries out the programme.

Accreditation drawbacks improvement in programme 

“Law Science’.

The programme of Higher Professional Education speciality “Law Science” has undergone changes to a great extent.


First of all important changes have been introduced into the curriculum. A number of theoretical and historical disciplines have been cut down and set of specialized courses in law have been introduced and brought into line with the recommendations of experts` commission. They are as follows:

Correlation between mandatory optimal cources have been  changed “History of State, and Law Russia` is not a mandatory course any more. Secondly, amount of credit points have been reduced in Theory of Economics, Social Psychology and Political Science. At the same the following disciplines  have been introduced: Revenue Law; Banking Law; Notarial legislation, Business Law, Municipal Law, Environmental Law, Setting up of Law Office at an Enterprise ( in a firm). The  amount of credits points in Civil Process and Labour Law disciplines have been increased vitally too. In conformity with experts recommendations the course “Law of European Union” has been worked out and run since 1998.


Certain attempts have been made in improving qualitative level of  academic staff. The share of docents, doctors and Habilitated doctors   among the academic staff exceedes 50%.


Correlation between criminal and civil disciplines has been changed in favour of the civil ones. As it has been said above the amount of credit points in teaching Civil Law has been increased and the Civil Law course reduced up to 2 semesters. Methods of legal comparative analysis are widely applied in teaching criminal and civil law.

The amount of optional courses has been enlarged as well. In particular, same rare disciplines are suggested, such as “Canon Law” (“Church Law”).


We have taken into account prof. K. Tornavs`s recommendation to increase the amount of credit points in Finance Law. We have introduced the same duration of the course as in the Latvian University.


At the same time we have  maintained the practise of inviting highly professional lawyears-practicioners for running specialized courses in law . To increase professional level and rejuvenate academic staff the graduates of the law faculty of BRI follow the, Master`s degree course at the Moscow State University. To  intensify the  individual work with the students the academic staff run tutorials weekly according to the settled schedule Research work carried out by the professorate has become more active too.

In November, 1998 Prof. I. Bergholtsas took part in the conference “Problems of Maritime Law” held in Moscow and made a report “Problems of Maritime Law development in Latvia”.


Docent K. Matvejev participated in the international conference in Tallin (1998) dedicated to the problemsof  law security activities in the Baltic region.


Prof. I. Bergoltsas`s report under the title “Delimitation of sea borders in the Baltic Sea” is going to be published under the aegis of the Centre of European legislation of Open University in Brussels.

In 1998 B. Tscehelevitch, the lecturer of BRI running the course “Human Rights”, published the book “Alternative” in which he analyses legal and political development in Latvia. One of the most popular Russian Law journals “State and Law” published the article by prof. M. Sheshykov “Latvian legislation concerning protection of persons, facilitating legislation in criminal cases” (February, 1999).


Moscow international Law journal published the article “Participation of Latvia in delimitations of sea borders”. It should be pointed out that nowadays under the conditions of newly developed legal system of Latvia working out of text – books and educational material has same aspects of research work.


Publication of the text-book “Maritime Law “ by I. Bergholtsas had rection in Bulgaria. The magazine “ПРАВИНА МИСЪЛ” No 1, 1999 published a vast review. It was pointed out that publication of this textbook made contribition to Maritime Law Science.


Academic staff periodicaly publish different articles in Collection of Research Articles , BRI. Due to lach of scientific periodic publications in law many educators have to publish their articles in different other newspapers and magazines.

The realisation of study program "Enterprise activities" in branch establishments

The study program " Enterprise activities" is realised in the following branches of Baltic Russian Institute as correspondence course:

· Daugavpils;

· Liepāja;

· Klaipēda.

The students are being prepared in these three branches in full accordance to the study plan for daytime course of Baltic Russian Institute that has been submitted for accreditation. The teachers from Riga are attached to provide the control for inaugural lectures, intermediate control and final control of the year; they regularly arrive at the branch establishments at Fridays and Saturdays.

The teachers from other Universities and higher schools that are located in Daugavpils, Liepāja and Klaipēda are attached to provide the consultations, seminars and practical lessons. They become the tasks and methodical materials from the professoriate and readers of Baltic Russian Institute that lead the teaching of the accordant disciplines.

There is a library and reading-room in every branch establishment. The fund of books is constantly renewed on the expense of educational publications of Institute and other publishing houses. 

Students have a possibility to organise their self- preparation to explore the themes of accordant disciplines for tests and assignments, reports, study and year works.

There are computer classes in every branch establishment for digestion of the disciplines that are connected to the computer technologies. The amount of the practical lessons is the same as for evening course at the BRI.

The amount of practical lessons for digestion of the foreign languages is the same as for evening course.

All that has been mentioned above proves that the level of preparation in Riga and in branch establishments in study program "Business activities" is equal and doesn't differ.

The co-operation between BRI, its branch establishments and other institutions
The co-operation between the BRI and its branch establishments is realised in following forms:

· There is a settled scientifically methodical seminar at the institute that occurs  multiple times a year and where the problems of branch establishment's and tasks of modern teaching process are discussed;

· The sessions of the desks where the teachers of branch establishments are invited;

· Different undertakings that are connected to the beginning of the academic year with participating of the deans of the BRI;

· The outings of the examination commission to the branch establishments with the participation of the Institute's professoriate and readers.

The perspective evaluation

The graduates of study program "The leader of business activities" are oriented to organise the business activities and to lead the small and mediate business. It is not dubious that the labour market in Latvia needs the specialists of this kind because the small and mediate business in the market economy influences the economical stability of every state.

Those specialists are especially required in the local level- in the cities and districts such as Daugavpils and Liepāja where the level of unemployment is higher than in Rīga. The growth of economical activities primary is connected to the development of the small and mediate business. The graduates of the branch establishments will be factor of essential activation of the economical life of the regions.

The realisation of the study program "Law sciences" at the branch establishments

The higher educational professional study program "Law sciences" is implemented in 4 regional branch establishments. The preparation of those specialists in Daugavpils was begun in 1994, in Ventspils- in 1996, in Klaipēda- in 1997 and in Liepāja– in 1998. The higher professional study program is realised in the form of correspondence course in Ventspils, Klaipēda and Liepāja, but in Daugavpils there is a daytime course too.

The teaching of the higher professional study program "Law sciences" is strictly realised in accordance to the accredited study program of higher professional educational that was accredited in the 9th July of 1997. 

The study program in accordant speciality in all regions is absolutely identical to the accredited program considering the proportions of discipline blocs A, B and C as well as the proportions of commonly educational, special and professional disciplines.

There are no free choice disciplines in regional branch establishments, but the totality of the disciplines in Daugavpils doesn't differ from the content of the accredited program.

The regional branch establishment in Klaipēda is specific. Preparing the students in higher educational professional program "Law sciences" are thought the commonly humanitarian disciplines from the Latvian program and a part from fundamental juridical subjects. The professional and special disciplines are thought reposing on the legislation of the Republic of Lithuania with the same title as the accredited program of BRI. That is possible because there is no big difference between the Latvian and Lithuanian legislation- both are a part of European continental system.

The realisation of the higher educational professional study program "Law sciences" requires the materials- the technical bases. 

There are modern computer classes and extended library fund of juridical disciplines in Liepāja, Ventspils, Daugavpils and Klaipēda.

The study process is provided by the teachers from central office of BRI in Riga in co-operation with local don. The inaugural lectures are held by the teachers from Rīga. They provide the control of the knowledge as well. The teachers of BRI are responsible for reading the accordant juridical disciplines; they are controlled by the vice-principal in school work and the dean of the faculty. All that has been mentioned above secures the sufficiently high level of preparing the specialists in branch establishment in all regions.

Co-operation with the Baltic Russian Institute

Preparing the students after the higher professional educational program "Law sciences" in branch establishments in Liepāja, Klaipēda, Ventspils and Daugavpils wouldn't be possible without the serious and continuos co-operation with the central office in Rīga.

The teaching of the study disciplines is strictly realised in accordance with the in the year 1997 accredited program.

The inaugural lectures in all branches are held by the BRI teachers from Rīga. They control the process of seminars and consultations that are held by local don. The central structure is in charge of controlling the student's knowledge including the probation of reports and year works.

The assertion of the qualification exams and diploma work is accomplished by the commission that mainly consists of the teachers from Rīga.

The study books and methodical aids that are written by the specialists of BRI are widely used in learning process in the regional branches in different fields of jurisprudence.

In order to control the quality of the don work the specialists of central office in Riga regularly visit their lectures. After then the teaching is analysed and recommendations are developed.

The personal of the central library in Rīga regularly consults their colleges that work in the regional branches. The book funds in Rīga are available for the regional branch students too.

Students from the regional branches are allowed to visit the daytime and evening course lectures that take place in Rīga. There is no additional fee.

In order to solve the problems that emerge in process of work and to develop the methods for solving them there is annual seminar for heads of the regional branches and teachers. In this manner the equally efficient level of teaching is achieved in all regional branch establishments of BRI.

The general description of BRI branch of Daugavpils

The branch of Daugavpils was established in September of 1994. Today the branch of Daugavpils prepares the specialists for daytime and correspondence courses in "jurisprudence" and "enterprise activity manager" programs.

BRI branch of Daugavpils is located in leased rooms, and the address is: Dzelzceļu 3, Daugavpils, LV-5403. The total space is 978.3 m2:

· classrooms – 836.09 m2
· house-hold rooms – 142.21 m2
The renovation was made, and the rooms were set up in accordance to the needs of study process.

There is a computer class, library with a reading room, teachers' room and café established in rooms of Daugavpils branch. There are administrative and household rooms next to the main building.

For successful study process there is an audio and video facilities (audio and video players, TV set, codoscope and Xerox) available.

At the moment the privatisation preparation works take place on the building and land on Dzelzceļa street 3.

Information about the co-operation between Daugavpils branch and central office of BRI
The work of branch is co-ordinated with BRI. Highly qualified specialists from BRI main office regularly arrive at branch of Daugavpils to hold lectures and practical lessons. Professors and assistant professors from Riga co-ordinate the development of students' year and diploma works. The teachers from Daugavpils are regularly invited to desk sessions. The desks give systematic scientifically - methodical help to branch of Daugavpils. BRI offers developed study programs and methodical materials. The deans of faculties systematically visit the branch of Daugavpils to adjust the study and organisational work.

Meetings between teachers and students occur. To improve the co-operation and quality of structures there is an annual seminar where the questions of institute's future development plans are discussed. The analyse of enterprise activities is made. The scientifically – methodical works are being discussed in seminars.

Well-complemented library, which matches the needs of faculty, exists in branch of Daugavpils. The complementation of library is made with the help of BRI Riga fund. The scientific literature and catalogues are regularly delivered to Daugavpils and the library is regularly complemented.

The part of the scientific literature is delivered centralised, which significantly eases the complementation.

BRI publishes the methodical aids, and with these aids the library of branch of Daugavpils is complemented.

The students of BRI are allowed to visit the libraries of RU.

The co-operation with Institute is realised in study and organizatorical spheres.

The scientific exploring work

The students of branch of Daugavpils in accordance with plans are writing reports, on the 2nd and 3rd courses- the course projects, 4th course- diploma work. Sometimes the diploma works have scientific practical meaning. For example, the works about the methods of management of Aleksandrs and Aleksejs Gruziks were published in "Latgales kapitāls" and were used in practical activities of some companies.

The work of Natālija Lanska about the perspective of tourism development in Latgale region was offered to the scientifical conference of city. The seminars and discussions regularly occur in branch of Daugavpils. Students make specific polls and explorings in sphere of public and multicultural relations. 

The teachers of the branch systematically develop the scientifically methodical works. The study materials, test tasks, exercises are made. The teachers of branch of Daugavpils take part in developing the 4th edition of scientifical works.scientifical publications (A.prof. V. Cerķiļevičs, a.prof. G. Hiļķeviča, prof. Starcevs, a.prof. N. Škute, a.prof. I. Kaminska, doc. M. Pupiņa and others).

The teachers of branch of Daugavpils regularly take part at the scientifical conferences of the BRI and other institutes. 

Master J. Godlevska took part at the pedagogic conference in 1998 in PUD about the aesthetic education. The head of the branch S. Miļusa took part in BRI conferences in 1998 and 1999. The decision about the organisation of students annual scientifical conference in branch of Daugavpils is made.

The possibilities for students to do sports exercise

Branch of Daugavpils provides the possibility for students to exercise in leased rooms. Branch of Daugavpils has no sports complex on its own.

Branch of Daugavpils has a contract with Olympic centre of the city for possibility for the students of BRI to use the centre. The students may use the aerobic and body- building halls.

There is a contract with stadium "Celtnieks" for 1999./2000 to use the pool.

The perspectives of preparing specialists in Latgale region

The lack of qualified specialists in spheres in economy and jurisprudence is showing now in Daugavpils and its region. The ministry of justice is enlarging the staff of judge assistants and court consultants. There is necessity to prepare jurists with higher professional education to enlarge the number employees in Department of interiors, Borderguard and militia. Qualified jurists are needed in business structures too. 

The request after qualified specialists with higher professional education in economics is growing. Those specialists are required in business structures where such professionals are needed. The students of BRI acquire good juridical and economical education; the Institute professes the problems of quality of the education. 

Branch of Daugavpils has good material basis and can provide good level of education after the study programs.

The graduates of juridical and students of correspondence course now work in Department of interiors, prosecutors office, juridical and law protecting organs.

After analyse of the situation in Latgale region the high request for specialists with higher professional education in economy and jurisprudence will be very big.

1. The general description of correspondence course in Liepāja branch establishment of BRI

The correspondence course in Liepāja branch establishment is preparing specialist with higher professional education in speciality "Management" since 1995, but in specialities "Informative systems in economy" and "Basics of rights"- since 1998.

The lectures occur 3 times per week; starting at 17.30 and continuing for 4- 6 hours.

The lectures are held by readers and professors from Rīga and highly qualified local lecturers, doctors of sciences, masters etc, that are teaching in the branch of Technical University of Rīga and Pedagogic Academy of Liepāja.

Baltic Russian Institute (licence Nr. 04013, accreditation of program –1st July 1997, decision Nr. 12) is located in Rīga and has branch establishments in Tallinn, Klaipēda, Daugavpils, Liepāja, Ventspils. Preparation of bachelors is realised in daytime, evening and correspondence courses in following specialities: management (bachelor of economical sciences), jurisprudence, public relations, journalism. The BRI is working already for 7 years and 2000 students study there (BRI is the biggest commercial Higher School in Baltic).

Liepāja branch establishment is realising the preparation in speciality "management", but since 1998- in specialities- "Law sciences" and "Informative systems in economics". Lectures are held three times per week starting at 17.30 and continuing for 4-6 hours by professors from Rīga highly qualified local teachers from Liepāja (Technical University of Rīga, Pedagogical University of Liepāja and others).

Scholars from 10th, 11th and 12th grades are accepted for preparation in accordance to the program "Abiturient". If 80% of exams and tests are passed after graduation the secondary school, the students are counted in to the 2nd course of Institute with 50% rebate of study fees in 1st course.

Information about the conditions of entrance is available on the telephone 3480858 (from 9.00 until 17.00 in working days).

At the 2oth February 1999 12.00 a clock on Toma street 19 (4th Elementary School) 17th auditorium there will be a meeting with the head of the Liepāja branch of BRI.
The information about the co-operation between correspondence course in Liepāja of BRI and central Institute

All work in Liepāja branch of BRI is done in accordance to the central Institute and under its control.

The head of Liepāja branch and several teachers regularly participate at the conferences of Institute.

The deans of faculties Vladimirs Streļčonoks and Konstantīns Matvejevs regularly (once- twice a month) and rector of BRI Valērijs Ņikiforovs (two- three times per semester) visit Liepāja branch. The questions of improvement the study process are solved then, the plans of close future are raised and discussed.

The administration of Liepāja branch (director, vice- president in study sector, accountant) arrive every month at central Institute in Rīga to meet vice-president in study sector, head of library, participate in state examination, meet the heads of desks, to introduce the monthly account and gain the experience and knowledge of operative work.

Between the institute and the branches occurs the exchange of experience – when the lecturers arrive in Rīga and when professoriate of Rīga arrive in Liepāja.

Close co-operation between Liepāja branch vice-president in study section Staņislavs Geršovičs and vice- president in study section of central Institute Jevgēnijs Tolčkovs is established to operatively solve study work problems.

2. The chances to gain the education in the current place of residence.

3. The need for the specialists.

The number of abiturients is formed from the current year's school graduates as well as from the graduates of previous years, which think about gaining the higher education. In the recent years is observed the tendency that the number of school graduates is increasing, and it looks like this tendency will go on for 3 years. After year 2002 the decrease of the school graduates is expected.

This year 617 pupils will graduate the Liepāja city schools (night schools included). 298 (48.3%) of them will be graduates with Russian learning language. These numbers show the possible increase of the potential student basis for the next 3 years, but after that – some decrease.

The remarkable part of high-school applicants have graduated more than 2 years ago. Experts say, that their count will not significantly change for the next 4 years. The fact, will they or will not become the students, mainly will be determined by high school tuition and the spectre of offered specialities. The increase of payment studies part in the national educational institutions of Liepāja (from 25% to 45%) in recent 4 years, the decrease of tuition in BRI, as well as the fact that BRI is the only institution which gives the higher education in Liepāja in Russian language are the significant factors so the increase of the number of students in the Liepāja branch of BKI may occur in the forthcoming years.

2.

The possibilities of receiving the education in the place of residence is becoming more and more important factor in choosing the education institution, because of the financially – economical reasons of the major part of inhabitants, and they cannot afford the higher education institutes of other towns and countries.

Excluding the Liepāja branch of BRI, it is also possible to receive the higher education in Liepāja Pedagogical Academy (LPA) and the two branches of Riga high schools: Riga Technical University (RTU) and Riga High School of Pedagogy and Education Leadership.

In spite of the quite high number of admitted students every year (more than 450), very narrow and unbalanced with the needs of region extent of specialities is offered after the bachelor study program, and the majority of them is the pedagogical specialities. The European experts (ES-2001) say that the specialists of this profile are needed only for 11-12%, and totally in Latvia they were about 17%, but in Liepāja more than 70% of students are acquiring pedagogical and similar disciplines.

Now only the Liepāja branch of RTU is competitive to the BRI in the specialities that offer these educational institutions in Liepāja. In the recent years in Liepāja branch of RTU about 70 – 80 students were recepted a year in economical specialities, about 10 –12 in computer science, electronics and energetic and less than 10 – in building and mechanical profiles (the students of last 2 profiles will be obligated to continue studies in Rīga). If the LPA will orient more to the wider profile of student preparation, the competition may significantly increase in following few years.

Need for specialists is determined by general economical situation in Liepāja city and region that is characterised by following data.

The level of unemployment that in recent years was 7 –9%, in 1998 was 10%. Official number of registered unemployed persons in per cents in specialities:

Industrial,  technical – 70.9%

Handling, services – 12.4%

Economy, finances – 9.1%

Building – 3.8%

Agriculture – 0.4%

Seafaring – 0.3%

Others – 3.1%

Excluding about 8 thousands of unemployed persons engaged in manufacturing there are 2.9 thousands in industrial sphere. Now the supply of engineering specialities is satisfactoring. The situation in building is alike.

More dynamic branch of economy in the city is transportation. The volume of Liepāja harbour is increased more than twice from 1994 until 1998. The volume of railway commodity has increased for 75%.

Everything testifies that following specialities have perspectives:

· Transportation, logistics;

· Law of Sea ;

· Other in connection to those.

Considering the mentioned factors  we have made a prognosis for changes in the number of students in Liepāja branch if existing 3 specialities are kept. Mentioned prognosis are reflected in the diagram "The increase of the number of students in the Liepāja branch of BRI" (in addendum).
