GLASS AND GLAZING

PAINTED ITEMS OF JOINERY

All painted items of joinery are painted in an acid catalyst paint finish this forms a tough durable finish which requires very little maintenance. Any surface cleaning required should be carried out using a warm water/mild detergent mix applied and dried off with a soft clean cloth. Household spray polishes may also be used but care must be taken as excessive polishing may alter the sheen appearance, The use of abrasive cream cleaners is not recommended as they can damage the surface of the paint finish, any heavy marking may be removed with a little spirit based cleaner applied with a soft clean cloth.

POLISHED TIMBER JOINERY

Polished timber joinery requires virtually no maintenance other than periodical cleaning; this can be achieved by gently wiping over the surface with a damp soft clean cloth. The materials used are spray applied and cure to a hard durable finish, which will resist both the effects of heat and residues of water. The use of abrasive cream cleaners is not recommended as they can damage the surface of the polished finish, any heavy marking may be removed with a little spirit based cleaner applied with a soft clean cloth carefully following manufacturer’s instructions.

SOFTWOOD JOINERY

Softwood is used for the construction of a wide range of joinery both internal and external some of the more common ones being doors, frames and windows etc. It is brought in as unsorted redwood which it means it has been graded to be of a suitable quality to be relatively free of defects, however all softwood are subject to knots shakes and some splits. Softwood will take stain and paint /clear finishes as required following the manufacturers recommendations for the appropriate product.

When using softwood for external joinery it is recommended to add further protection to add to the life of the timber those being either a spray or brush on wood preserver or to get even better results the timber may be pressure treated which forces the product deeper into the fibres of the wood 

Once the joinery has been fitted it will require no maintenance other than redecoration at periodical intervals depending on position of joinery and type of use.

The scope of render removal was to remove one top layer followed by it’s under layer. In some areas there was two more layers below which will be left in place, providing it was deemed to be of sound base for new render to be applied. 

There were existing RWPs that were removed by the principal contractor (PC) prior to render removal. There are various areas, where temporary electrics cables were fixed to the work area and these were also removed by PC prior to work commencement. Redundant holes through brick substrate were recorded by way of photographs and/or marked up drawings and repaired once the PC had approved repair. Redundant overflow pipes were removed by Restore after approval from PC and recorded as before. Redundant cables were removed and fixing holes repaired once PC had given assurance and proof that they were not ‘live’ and this was also recorded as before mentioned. All records of repairs have been forwarded to PC for record purposes. Restoration of Stucco render and ornate mouldings also took place as well as repairs to window reveals, heads and cills.

Exterior Façade Brickwork Repairs:

Restore London were given a schedule of repairs drawings by the PC’s Architect, ‘SWEETT’, which outlined which areas were to be repaired. This entailed cutting back the existing faulty pointing to a specified depth and applying new mortar. Cracks in brickwork were opened up and pointed or, where specified, Helibars were installed across the cracks as a form of strengthening. Old air vents, old drainage pipes and other redundant fixings were cut out of the brickwork and the remaining holes were repaired by inserting bricks. Some areas of defective brickwork were cut out and replaced or bricks refaced. Other areas/holes were instructed to be filled with mortar.

Exterior Façade Decorations:

Restore London were instructed to decorate all new and existing external rendered surfaces to all elevations. The process was to clean and prepare all surfaces by filling imperfections with an external filler which was then rubbed down to a smooth finish matching surrounding surface, the surface then had a stabilising solution applied, followed by 1no undercoat and 2no top coats of approved external paint of an approved colour.

Cleaning of Glass 

It is recommended that glass be protected from contamination caused by building materials and methods during construction as this will greatly simplify the glass cleaning task at the end of the project. If the glass is not protected during construction then the glass and frames should be cleaned frequently during construction. Construction dust, leachate from concrete and rusting from steel can contribute to the formation of mild chemicals, which may stain or otherwise damage the glass.

Glass should be cleaned using only cleaning materials which are free of grit and debris (to avoid scratching and marking of the glass surface).

Only detergents and cleaning solutions which are recommended for cleaning glass should be used. Mild detergents are preferable.

Extra care is necessary where high performance reflective glass is installed. The coated surface can be susceptible to stains and scratches and therefore requires vigilance during the full construction process.

Temporary screens should be installed if welding, sandblasting, floor sanding, cuffing or other potentially damaging construction practices takes place near the glass.

Glass installations adjacent to concrete (e.g. concrete slab floors) require extra care and cleaning due to the abrasive nature of concrete dust.

All tradesmen should be advised to be aware of damaging the glass and windows and to leave in place any materials protecting the window or glass.

Toughened glass

The cleaning of toughened glass requires special care. The glass surface opposite the standards compliance stamp may, as a consequence of the manufacturing process, have “pick up” on the surface. “Pick up” is a deposit of very small particles of glass which are fused to the glass surface. A cleaning method which does not dislodge these particles should be employed otherwise scratching of the glass surface may result. Blades or scrapers have been known to dislodge “pick up” from the glass surface. A soft cloth, which will not dislodge “pick up” should be used. It is suggested that professional cleaners consult with their suppliers as to the suitability of available cleaning equipment, materials and methods.

What Not To Do

Do not use cleaners which contain Hydrofluoric or Phosphoric acid as they are corrosive to the glass surface.

Do not clean the glass when the glass is hot or in the direct sunlight.

Do not allow cleaning solutions to contact the edges of laminated glass, insulating glass units or mirrors.

Do not store or place other material in contact with glass. This can damage the glass or create a heat trap leading to thermal breakage.

Abrasive cleaners, powder based cleaners, scouring pads or other harsh materials should not be used to clean windows or other glass products.

Avoid causing extreme temperature changes to the glass as is may lead to thermal fracture of the glass, i.e. do not splash hot water on cold glass or freezing water on hot glass.

Some tapes or adhesives can stain or damage glass surfaces. Avoid using such materials unless they are known to be easily removed.

If damage occurs

If glass is damaged or broken on site ensure that experienced glaziers are engaged to rectify the situation. Glass can be a safety hazard if not handled properly.

Glass and Painters

Paint spots have been traditionally removed using a sharp razor blade. The use of a blade can in some cases cause damage to the glass. As an alternative, investigate solvent or graffiti removal materials, ensuring that they will not damage the glass. If a blade or scraper is used then the risk of damage can be reduced by using a scraper which has a clean edge and is held at an angle of 30 degrees to the glass. Consult the supplier of the blade or scraper as to how it is best used to clean glass.

Raised access floors fitted at a later date will require the glass to be reassessed for possible replacement or application of safety film.
